Thomas McMenamin, Spar
Road, from his son, Corp. Louis Mec-
Menamin, from France, tells of his being
still in good health and gives an inter-
sting description of recent events with

fantry Brigade. “All the boys in the
section came out of action the other
day without being hurt,” he wrote home,
“except young Ketnor, who had a slight
wound in the shoulder. I understand
Appleby is getting well again. Our
brigade has been in the trenches for
eight days, and we are now taking a
well earned rest, some say it will be
quite a long one, because of the boys
having come through so much heavy
fighting of late,

“The allies are slowly gaining ground
and everything looks favorable, but 1
think it will take quite a while longer
before the Kaiser is beaten. Every few
yards we take cost a lot of men, but
the boys are well satisfied, for it is an-
other step nearer the victory. We have
all had some narrow escapes.

“I saw Guy Day yesterday—he's look-
ing fine. Frank Kane is doing well also.
Well, I'll say good-byc now, as there’s
a ball game going to start nearby, and
I want to get a seat an the bleachers.”
