Halifax, N. S, March 2—Seven lives |
are believed to have becn lost and sev-
cral persons were injured when the crew
of the Leyland liner Bohemia abandoned
their ship as she was breaking up on the'
Sambro Ledges this morning. The men'
believed lost include P. Ingleby, second |
steward; C. Cornellford, third steward,
and Walter Tucker, saloon steward, Dr.:
Baxton, ship’s physician, was seriously+
hurt, and a decﬁhand named Thompson |
of Boston broke a leg. :
Some of the crew had remained on|
board the steamer after she stranded on |
the ledges yesterday when attempting
to navigate her way into Halifax harbor |
during a snow storm. Lgte last night
4 strong swell developed and the ship
pounded so heavily that it was|
feared she would break intwo. At
4 o’'clock this morning it was decided to
abandon the Bohemia. Three of the
ship’s boats got away safely, but the re-
mainder were unable to take to the
boats, accarding to reports received here.
'The tug Roebling, according to;advices
from the scene, ran as close to the
stranded ship as possible and the trans-
fer of those still on board was effected
by life lines. It is believed that it was
in this operation that the loss of life
occurred. Not long afterwards, the
stcamer broke in two on the jagggd
rocik on which she was pivoted, and dis-
appeared.
- New York, March 2—The American
steamship Nameaug, from Gibraltar
Feb. 19, for Philadelphia, was today re-
ported as disabled with steering gear
broken. She is approximately 1,300
iles east of the Virginia Capes. Later
advices from the steamer were that a
jury rudder had been rigged and that
the steamer was proceeding to her des-

REJECT THEL. S
AVERAGES PLAN

Canadian Board of Railway
Commissioners Makes Im-
portant Announcement.

(Canadian Press.)
Montreal, March 2—An Important de-

cision of the board of railway commis-
sioners rejecting a proposition to apply
in Canada the United States system of
“average demurrage” on cars, was re-
ceived yesterday by the transportation
bureau of Montreal.

The demurrage rules now in) force in
Canada allow the consignee forty-eight
hours after a car has been placed to
empty it. Thereafter penalties are imn-
posed increasing by $1 for each day’s de-
lay. The Canadian rule made no provis-
ion for averages as has been done in the
United States.

By the United States’ plan, a credit
of a day is allowed for each car released
within the first. twenty-four hours of
free time and a debit of a day charged
for each twenty-four hours after the car
is detained beyond the first forty-eight
hours of free time. At the end of the
month if credits equal or exceed debits
no demurrage charge is made, if not, de-
murrage is charged only on the differ-
ence. . :

The rejection of this plan is based on
the reason that the average system is
discriminatory in principle, and has not
been proved that it will work out lo
increase car supply available at any
given time.

THE AMHERST
DETENTION CAMP
HAS BEEN CLOSED

Lieut. J. J. Jennings Return-
ed to City After Nearly
Five Years’ Service—1,500
Prisoners Detained There
During War.

After four years and eight months ser-
vice with the detention service at the
Amherst camp, Lieut. J, J. Jennings of
this city, supply officer and quartermas-
ter of the camp, returned to the city last
evening.

The camp was instituted early in 1915
and during the progress of the war be-
tween 1,400 and 1,500 enemy aliens were
gathered in and detained there, dufing
which time they were employed on/ va-
rious public works throughout the g(rov—
ince.

After the armistice the prisoners were
taken in small batches back to Kurope
via Quebec, the last lot leaving Ambherst
late last fall. The camp has been re-
cently under the command of Colonel

| A. Morris, C. M. G, D. S. 0., who has

been confined to hospital in Halifax with
blood poisoning for some months. Al-
though somewhat improved, he is still
suffering from the effects of the ailment.
