GERMAN AFFAIRS.

VIEWS OF A SOCIALIST MEMBER OF
THE REICHSTAG.

He Hopes the Labor Legisiation will
Not Fall Through—The Budget Com-
mittee Approve of Liberal Credit for
East ‘African Development—Inter-
view With Dr. Hastmeyer at Hame«
burg.

BeruN, May 19.—In the course of the
debate on an amendment to the bill reg-
ulating labor in factories, Herr Grillen-
berger, Socialist, expressed the hope that
the proposed legislation to improve the
condition of workingmen would not fall
through. He appealed to the House not
to prejudge, or reject without full consid-
eration, the proposals of the Socialists,
which embody just demands based on
the existing social order. = The Socialists,
he said, had joyfully welcomed the im-
perial decrees in regard to labor, many of
the provisions of which had been render-
ed y on t of the infl
of manufacturers. It was to be regretted
that Germany,unlike Austria or Switzer-
1and, made no progress toward the estab-
lishment of a formal working day.

The budget committee of the Reich-
stag has approved credits amounting to
4,500,000 marks, on account of German
operations in East Africa. - Of this
amount the sum of 350,000 marks will be
devoted to paying a subsidy to the East
African Steamship Company, the vessels
of whose line will ply between Hamburg
or Bremen, and various ports on the east
coast of - Africa. During the debate on
the credits, it was announced on the
part of the government that there was
no truth in the reports that it
had decided to abandon the steamship
service to Samoa. During the sitting of
the committee, Gen. Verdi du Vernois,
minister of war, explained the progress
of military affairs made by France and
Russia since 1887, He quoted statistics
showing that after the passage of the
military bill, the peace effective of Ger-
many would still be 3000 men below that
of France. Chancellor von Caprivi will
be requested to attend the next sitting,
in order to explain the foreign situation.

Hampurg, May, 19.—Impressed with
the conflicting statements concerning the
differences between the Emperor of
Germany and Prince Bismarck, and the
part which Dr. Hastmeyer, the editor. of
the Hamburg Nachrichten, is reported
to have taken in them, a reporter
called today upon the doctor, who in re-
ply to a question, said :

“The sensational  stories attributing
morbid habits to the prinee are dastardly
concoctions of his enemies. I assure
you that the prince’s attitude has been
and ever will be one of loyalty, respect
and reverence toward the crown
and the august personage who wears it.”

The reporter asked Dr. Hastmeyer:
“What is Prince Bismarck’s position
towards his friends on the subject of
the present state of things?” and the
doctor replied :

“Prince Bismarck is a most delightful
host but silent and reserved, and it is an
understood thing among his guests that
politics must be tabooed, and that any-
body breaking that embargo would give
him serious offence.”

“But,” asked the reporter, is there any
truth in the statement that the columns
of the Nachrichten are controlled by the
ex-chancellor?” and was answered :

“I know that I am suspected of this
because itis my good fortune to be a
devoted adherent of Germany’s greatest
statesman and most ardent patriot. But
since the prince’s retirement I have
never written nor published a line in my
paper, at the desire or suggestion of the
ex-chancellor, and have no definite idea
of what his opinions regarding recent po-
litical questions really are. Ihope this
interview may induce the press to believe
that I, and not Prince Bismarck, am the
editor of my paper.
