There her father sent a remittance of
$15 every week, but the little branette
became stage struck, and during the
winter, obtaining a minor part in Lew
Morrison’s “Faust” company, she ran
away from school to go on the road with
the show. g

During the season Morrison played a
week at the Boston Theatre. After the
company left here Perle remained, and
with a maid went to the United Ststes
Hotel, where she took a suite of rooms
during the early part of April.

The Duty on Flour.
[Montrzal Star.]

If the duty is increased to a dollar a
barrel the consumers of flour will have to
pay the difference, something that they
are not really desirous of doing. It is
being said that the outlook for the miller
is not particularly bright, and that it will
be even more gloomy if anything shonld
bappen to the harvest. But this is noth-
ing new. If the harvest does not turn
out well the farmers will ‘make
the most of it, as they have
often done before.

It will not be a
comforting thing if it be shown that any
class in the community by combining its
influence can compel the Government to
yield to its demands for an increased
duty on the article in which it is in-
terested. If the millers can combine and
secure an increased duty on flour what
is to hinder other classes from playing
the same game?
