Ry In terms thereof subscriptions have been paid in to the Graduates’ Society,
amounting in all to $3,120 ; the interest en which is annually expended in the
purchase of books for the several libraries under the direction of a special com-
mittee appointed for that purpose.

The Graduates’ Society of the University, in 1880, and in commemoration of
the completion by Dr. Dawson of his twenty-fifth year as Pringipal, resolved to
raise, with the assistance of their friends, a fund towards the Endowment of the
Fellowship, under the above name.
