Indeed, many of the 
Liberals who became members of the 
House of Commons by the landslide 
that year have been sent back to pri­
vate life.

Mayor Moriey in reply to a query 
said the auditor did not vouch for the 
validity of the accounts, though he re­
ported that the accounts agreed with 
the books of the association.

Aid. McKeown hoped that an ar­
rangement would be -made. to pay -all 
outstanding accounts at once. it. was 
too bad to keep tradesmen and others 
waiting for their money. The manager 
of the Royal Bank had said he would' 
be glad to pay the bills if the city 
would instruct him to do so.
