Death Census.
Toronto, Ont., Oct. 29.—The report of 

the provincial health department for 
September shows that 680 divisions, re- 
presetning a population of 1,920,000, 
made returns. They gave a total of 
2,069 deaths from all causes for the 
month, being a rate of 12.9 per thou­
sand, compared with 2,381 deaths in re­
porting the population of 2,070,600 in 
September last year. The returns show 
a slight increase in smallpox, scarlet 
fever and diptherla, and a marked de­
crease in typhoid fever. Consumption 
claimed 129 victims, compared with 115 
in September, 1906. 1
