New Record for Handling
Mails at West St. John—
Over 2,000 Packages in
Less than Two Hours.

The mails from the Royal George,
which docked yesterday at Sand Poins,
were transferred to the cars in record
time. A stant was made with the un-
loading of the mail at 836 and at
10.24 the last plece of the 2,237 pack-
ages was in the cars, and six minu-
tes later the train pulled out from
the point. The mail matter filled seven
cars, four for Upper Canada, one for
the West, and one overseas, and the
rest for the Maritime' Provinoces.
The Royal George's trip across oc-
cupled six days, seven hours and
twenty-four minutes, which broke
some of the existing records.

The Royal George, which is under
the command of Captain F. J. Thomp-
son, left Avonmouth at 9.03 p. m. on
December 31, and at noon next day
had made 232 miles. Her daily runs
for the following days were 437, 446,
430, 428, 427 and 290 miles. The act-
ual time consumed in making the
voyage of 2,690 miles was 6 days, 7
hours and 24 minutes, The steamer
was delayed one hour by fog on Janu-
ary b, when in longitude 52.55 W, this
Mmh would reduce her actual sail
ing time by one hour. This is the
fastest time that has been made
across the Atlantic to St. Johm.
