Injury and Operation

It happened in the sixth inming. He
went out in the ninth with the score
tied.

Jn 1913 he went south
with the Athletics, feeling fit and
ready to take up his work again. He
contracted. typhoid fever. It took him
until early summer to recover from
thig disease. Then he made one trip
west with thé Mackmen, saw he was
not fit and retired to his home in
Maine to recuperate.

Suffers 8pinal Typhoid.

He was out sWinging at a ball with
a bat just for exercise one day when
he felt something catch in his back.
He did not pay much attentign to it
at first, but that evening a high fe-
ver developed and he called a physi-
cian. His case was dlagnosed as pleu.
risy, but finally proved to be spinal
typhoid. It s & disease that few vic-
tms ever recover from. From late
summer until after Christmas Coombs
lay on his back in the hospital. He
had weights strapped to his head and
legs. He was a helpless cripple. When
he finally was ahle to get out of bed,
he haq to wear braces. It seemed
hardly possible that he would ever
