Assaults by British and French forces against the Ger-
man positions north of the Somme in France have resulted
in the gaining of additional ground by the attackers, accord-
ing to the British and French war offices.

The French advance was in and around Maurepas, the
scene of much hard fighting during the past few weeks, and

the British gain was in the direction of Ginchy and Guille-
mont, near the southern end of their section of the Somme
front. The Anglo-French attacks, London says, took place
along the whole line from Pozieres to the Somme.

They were
repulsed with the most sanguinary
losses. On the salient portion of our
line, northeast of Hardecourt, bitter
fighting has taken place; so far with-
out a decision. The activity of the
artillery on both sides continues espe.
cially violent.”
