convention nomination with regard to prin­
ciples, chance of securing party nomin­
ation, and chance of election if so nomin­
ated; but I would carefully avoid committing 
the government to any of them until ex­
pressly instructed.

•"Through the men active in the last cam­
paign I would learn the particulars of their 
organization then with regard to places 
where committees were formed and districts 
supervised by each; the workers and the 
part taken by each and their efficiency in 
their several parts; the choosing of the can­
didate and the plan followed; arrangements 
for preparing and revising the lists and 
keeping a report of these; the getting of the 
voters to the polls; agents and scrutineers, 
the working of the foreign element and 
naturalization where expedient.

“In my work as organizer I would follow 
as much as practicable the lines formerly 
followed only departing from them where 
experience showed weakness. I would have 
the committees revived and re-organized 
where necessary and new ones organized 
in parts Avhere increased population or for­
mer difficulties in -doing thorough work 
showed the need of them.

There is nothing whatever to show that 
this paper ever received the sanction of 
any member of the government of Can- 
adan, or of any person in authority in con­
nection with that government, 
there is not a word in the paper that even 
suggests any proceedings in connection 
with the election that are not thoroughly 
legal and reputable.

“In connection with thb convention if 
one were needed, I would use every means 
consistent with not disuniting the party 
to obtain the nomination of the candidate 
preferred by the government.

Mr. Chappell’s Crime.
Mr. Chappell was arrested on iniorma- 

tion given by a man named Dennis M. 
Kelley, an alleged detective whom the 
Conservatives imported from hit. Raul, 
Minnesota. This Yankee adventurer was 
hired to make a case against Chappell 
and there is no doubt that he was pre­
pared to commit perjury for the purpose 
of carrying out his object. The evidence 
of Kelley, however, shows on its face that 
there was no attempt made by Chappell 
to influence Kelley to vote illegally. Kelley 
kept in Chappell’s company all the time 
and suggested to* him. the personation of 
voters at the election, offering to ’do that 
work for a consideration in money, there 
is no evidence but that if Kelley, and his 
testimony is worthless to show that such 
a bargain was made, and if any bargain 
about voting was made it was never car­
ried out. No one can read Kelley’s evi­
dence without being convinced that it is 
all false, a concoction of lies, and yet up­
on -it Mr. Bavin would seek to build up 
a mountain of accusation against the gov­
ernment. lion Mr. Sutherland challenged 
him to place his charges in proper form 
and let them be investigated, but Bavin 
made no response.

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Official Records Show His

Has Mr. Hazen been sincere with respect 
to the bridge charges?

made his charges some months before the 
last general election. The session of the

On March 29 Mr. Hazen rose in his place 
in the legislature to move his resolution 
for the appointment of the committee, but 
Mr. Speaker pointed out that the resolu­
tion was not in order, inasmuch as under 
the rules of the house such a committee 
could only be appointed by Mr. Speaker.

On April 5 Mr. Hazen made a new mo­
tion for the appointment of a special com­
mittee of five members of the house to 
whom should be referred all matters con­
nected with the contracting for and con­
struction of the superstructures of certain 
bridges.

This motion was objected to by Provin­
cial Secretary Tweedie, who pointed out 
that under the rules of the house the 
motion was out of order, because it pro- 
jrosed to lay- before the special committee 
accounts and documents which were not 
in the poss:ssion of the house and whicli 
the house had as yet had no control over, 
in possession of the house and which

legitimate expenses of the association. 
He pays nothing further until there is a 
loss, when a call is made and he pays hh 
proportion of whatever is necessary t< 
pay the lose. No further payment is mad. 
until another loss takes place. Of cours', 
if there are a large number of fires tin 
members will be called upon to pay r 
large amount, but the corporation will be 
very careful in the selection of their risk; 
and they feel that the amount they will 
have to pay for their insurance will b< 
very much less than at present. Whei 
a member’s policy expires he gets bad 
the note, and if he insures again he givet 
a new note, and if any member fails t< 
pay any call made upon him his insur 
an ce ceases from that time, or until the 
call is paid. If a member wishes to can 
cel his insurance he can do so and get hit 
note back. The rates charged in Wood 
stock by the old line companies were ver> 
high, in a large number of cases as higl 
as three per cent, and the town has one of 
the best systems of fire protection to be 
found on the continent.
