A Plymouth, Pa., despatch states there
is the greatest suffering in the  coal
regions, the larger portion of the col-
licries having either stopped or are work-
ing on reduced time.

000 colliers are out of work, and the
number will soon be increased, as several
heavy companies are preparing to sus-
pend.
