The L. B. A’ New Tactics.

A correspondent calls attention to the
new tactics of the L. B. A., and the sub-
scribers to t'i¢ guarantce fund should
see to it that these tactics are check-
mated at onze. The members of the L.
B. A., having consented to work with
the guaranteed men, are trying to drive
those menlout by combining to render the
work too severe and too dangerous for
them. When the one hundred and fifty
who came at the call of the merchants
are driven away by such tactics as these,
and a bad impression created concern-
ing the nature of the work and the man-
ner in which guarantees are kept by the
merchants, and the harbor is full of ves-
sels, the L. B. A. will strike again. No
dependence can be placed on this soci-
oty at all. Nothing short of its entire
overthrow by a combination of mer-
chants pledged against the employment
of its members will protect the shipping
interests of the port from danger. The
-opportunity for such a combination was
given by the soeiety’s folly, the mer-
chants got men enough for the emer-
gency, more men could have been got
for the asking, the autherities had
made ample preparations for the
preservation of the peace, and the
strikers were emptyhanded on ac-
count .of the long and dull winter
that had scarcely closed. If the mer-
chants had decreed the dissolution of
the society them, it would have been
dissolved, or it would have shrunk in
membership so much as to destroy its
power for disturbing the trade of the
port at its will. The golden opportuni-
ty was allowed to pass, the members of
the society were taken back, the trade
of the port was again placed within the
L. B. A.’s noose, and a struggle for su-
premacy when the men are in funds
and the needs of the employers urgent
is sure to take place. In the meantime,
the merchants should see to it that their
guarantees to volunteers who came to
their aid are kept in the spirit as well
as the letter,

Literature of the Future.]

The mediocrity of most of the writers
who have been recently puffed into fame
and fortune by the Mutual Admiration
cliques to which they belong, is attract-
ing con-iderable comment. Some de-
spair of an improvement, because no-

will remunerate the writers, and others
look for a literary revolt that will over-
throw the dictatorship ot patronizing
publishers and emasculating social and
literary cliques. “ The literature of the
future,” says one writer, * if we are to
have one, will, like that which made the
name of Boston famous a third of a cen-
tury ago, be one of revolt, this time
against the fraud and complacency of
society, the pretence and cant of reli-
gion, the inflation of spurious reputa-
tions, the vulgarity of wealth, the as-
sumption by ignorance of the airs of
learning, the decay of robustness of
manhood, the elevation of mediocrity
to distinction, the glorification of
cowardice a8 magnanimity, and of

greed as philanthropy. This re-
volt may express itself by set-
ting the true against the false,

assault against the frail outworks of
frand and stupidity, or more probably
by both. Thete is a plenty of work for
men of brains and courage to lay their
hands to, both in and out of journalism.
The workers, however, will need to
take off their gloves, and coats too; and
they must not expect to be members of
fancy clubs or welcome guests in fash-
fonable houses.” Specime.s of this
kind of literary work may now be
found in the daily press, but nowhere
else. But it is, alas! yet too rare a
journalistic frait. To the future must
look those who are sick of the toadyism
and trash of fashionable journals and
popular books. .

Palliating FPerjury.

It has become so evideni that rank
perjury has been liberally indulged in
by respectable witnesses in the Beecher
case that apologists are at work mak-
ing excuses for false testimony. Perju-
ry is no sin, these apologists argue, in
itself, the sin being in the injury done
by it. Perjury for a good purpose,
therefore, or in self-defence, is not sin-
ful, according ® these self-styled nd-
vanced thinkers,~=is no more.a trans-
gression of the commandment, “Thou
shalt not bear false witness against thy
neighbor,” than shedding blood on the
battlefield or in self-defence is a tran:-
gression of the commandment, ‘‘Thou
shalt not kill.” We knew it would come
to this. Pegjury has been becoming far
too respectable to b left without a jus-
tifying theory to support it. The prac-
"Lice of allowing litigants, and criminals
of all kinds, to testify in their own be-
half, could vesult in nothing else but

| the wholesale perjury that has become

so marked a feature of the Brooklyn
trial. Our laws do not go so far in this
direction, criminals not being allowed
10 add perjury to their crimes or height-
cn the presumption of their guilt by re-
fusing to take the stand, but the tend-
ency is in the same direction.

Interested
witnesses snould be sworn as seldom as
possible. The erime of perjury should
be pumshed with social ostracism as
well as legal penalties. The successful
working of the machinery of justice de-
pends upon the preservation of a whole-
some feeling of horror of perjury.

The Charge Against late Superinteadent
Gibson.

The case of Andrew Gibson, charged
with being drank and disorderly in the
Portland Pelice Office, as stated in yes-
terday’s TRIBUNE, was heard yesterday
afternoon before Justice Tapley. The
result was the dismissal of the charge.
Capt. Jones and Policeman Darrah would
not swear that Gibson was drunk, but
had believed him to be under the influ-
ence of liquor.
