London district are to be afforded

the opportunity of securing the foun-
dation of a good herd of pure-bred
live stock b;?‘ becoming members of
the local live stock club.

The London District Idve S8tock

Club is being organised under the di-
rection of the Middlesex County branch
of the Ontario Department of Agricul-
ture,
" The primary object of the formation
of this club is to encourage young
people on the farms to take greater
interest in good live stock and by so
doing reise the standard of the animals
in this district.

One of the great advantages of be-
coming a member is that it provides
a unique scheme of securing some well-
bred stock at a reasonable rate, and
paremts are invited to encourage their
chfldren to take part in this work.

The initial outlay will not be great,
and arrangements have been made with
& banking corporation for securing credit
loans at the rate of 6 per cent.

As all the animals will be insured for
their full value the risk will be slight.

London district is particularly well
adapted for the raising of pure-bred live
stock, and by associating themselves
with this movement the members of
the club will have at their command all
the latest information on-feeding, mar-
keting and breeding so as to secure the
best results, and will be enabled to ac-
quire reliable knowledge as to the cost
of produoction.

Those eligible for membership in the
club are boys and girls of T.ondon dis-
trict between the ages of 10 and 19
vears, providing they can satisfy the
committee of management of their
ability and willingness to care for, house
and feed the animals.

In order to safeguard the interests of
members, a purchasing committee, in-
cluding succesaful breeders of the kinds
of stock to be bought, will be appointed:
but any father may select an animal for
his child, subject to the approval of the
committee. Animals may be purchased
from a parent by a child under the same
conditions.

Boys and girls will have the privilege
of applying for one female animal of
one class of live stock, except “in the
case of pigs and sheep, when two pigs
or sheep must be taken.

All female animals must, however,

be bred to a registered male of the
same breed, and the animal and her

' progeny shall become the sole property

of and be managed by the boy or girl
with the advice of their parent.
n order to encourage the attainment

- of the best results, books will be sup-

led in which an_ accurate record of

e animals must be kept, and prizes

11 be awarded for the best records. In
ddition to this, special prizes will be
offered for each class of animal at local
gricultural fairs or school fairs, to he
esignated by the management com-

ittee. This committee will consist of

ree local farmers, together with R. A,

nn, local agricultural representative,
and D. L. Willson, manager of the mar-
ket branch of the Merchants Bank of
Canada.

This committee will deal with all ap-

plications for membership, and with
any problems affecting the club.
- The breeds to be promoted are: Dairy
cattle—Holsteins, Ayrshires, Jerseys
(calf or bred heifer). Beef cattle—
Shorthorns, Aberdeen Angus, Hereford
(calf or bred heifer.)

PARKS BOARD STRIKES
$8,000 FROM ESTIMATES

Committee Will Have $26,000 to Ex-
pend During Year.

L.

With the desire to meet to the ut-
moat the wishes of the city council
that the civic estimates for 1921 shall
be kept within an amount which can
be covered by a tax rate of 35 to 36
mills the public utilities . commission
met in its board room yesterday after-
noon and pevised the estimates of the
parks comfnittee.

The committee, by reducing wvarious
items included in the estimates, struck
$8,000 from the total, which now stands
at $26,000 or approximately half a mill
on the dollar, The committee had
hoped when drawing up its estimates
to receive a rate of one mill from the
council, but under the city of London
act this could not be legally done even
If the council had not decided on a
course of economy.

WALL STREET REVIEW.,

New York, March 12.—The week in
the stock market was one of almost
continuous reaction in more active deal-
irgs. Important shares lost § to almost
20 points, last year’s low records being
duplicated or exceeded in several note-
worthy cases. Heaviness of rails, due
primarily to the prospective scaling
down of wages and working forces on a
very drastic scale was the most discon-
certing feature. Some of the gilt-edged
traneportation with unbroken dividend
records, notably Pennsylvania, were
among the more reactionary stocks.

Although trade reviews took a more
hopeful view of general conditions, re-
turns made by producers of the more
necessary commodities were hardly reas-
suring the February tonnage report of
the United States Corporation belng a
case in point.

The money market, so far as it affect-
ed the financial district, recorded no
material alteration from firm conditions,
but commercial accommodations and
bank acceptances were included to stif-
fen, with ®™ offerings save for the
very short maturities.

iexceptlonally reasonable.

! ondon manufacturers, who can ship
gthelr goods in containers of this kind,
|are greatly interested in the new in-
dustry, and are doing all in their power
to assist the new company and - its
| products.

E-In addmon_to the boxes, which can
be produced in any size and of suffi-
clent strength to carry many pounds,
the company manufactures partitions
for boxes, and corrugated pads and
rolls used in packing. These partitions,
exceptionally efficient for packing boxes,
etc., are also turned out automatically.
The pads, too, it is pointed out, are of
very material assistance in packing
delicate, as well as stronger, articles,
so they can be put in transportation
without fear of unnecessary breakages.

The speed with which boxes of even
large dimensions can be turned out is
{amazing. It seems to be but a very
short time from the time the cor-
rugated board is hardened until it is
tied in bundles of boxes ready for
delivery.

GLERK BAKER STAND
BY THEIR REMARKS
MOTHERS’ PENSIONS

Instances of a Similar Nature
Often Come to Light.

INSPECTOR McCALLUM

Can Tell of Numerous
Crooked Schemes to Make
City Pay.

Both Ald. Cameron Wilson and City
Clerk Baker are prepared to stand by
remarks which they made about ‘‘moth-
ers’ allowances’’ legislation during a
general discussion on estimates this
week. T. D. McCullough, member of
the local allowance board, criticized the
report-of their comments.

Mr. Baker did not refer to any specific
cases, he sald today. He declared that
there was a possibility that other
municipalities will send cases to Lon-
don in order that they may escape pay-
ing their share of the allowances and
force London to pay it. Mr. Baker still
belleves this to be a possibility. He
does not think that the municipalities
themselves would authorize such action,
but that individuals would do so.

“Instances of this have happened in
connection with city institutions, and
there is every possibility of it happen-
ing in connection with mothers’ allow-
ances,” he said. “I have heard that one
woman, near Belmont, was advised to
move to London, being told that she
could earn a living more éasily. Within
twelve months’ time she would have
been a charge on the municipality. I
don't know whether she moved here er
not.

Another Case.

“I know of another case, in which
an old man was brought here and sup-
ported by his relatives in the country
for twelve months, the period neces-
sary to establish residence. He was then
left without a cent. The city could not
see him starve, and had to take care
of him. Inspector McCallum can tell
of other cases in which persons who
were aware that they were affected with
tuberculosis came to the city and lived
here twelve months, merely for the pur-
pose of getting into the sanatorium at
the city's expense. If things like that
are done in connection with other de-
partments, it is not likely there will be
any difference in the case of mothers’
pensions.”

Ald. Wilson said his statement that
90 per cent of the funds collected are
used for administration, and that only
10 per cent reaches the mothers, was not
fntended to be definite. He intended
it merely 'to convey the impression that
the cost of administration was high.
This, he claims, is true of the pensions
and other government departments, as
well as mothers’ allowances, He did
not refer to local conditions, but to the
whole scheme of allowances.
