In the first place
it 'is ‘necessary to provide stm.ge fa~
cilities for practically the whole of
the crop, either -on the farm or om
‘the lines of railway 'as tramsporte-
tion facilities-are ‘totally- inadequate
t0 “move the bulk of the crop in re-
asonable time. *The establishment of
a complete storage system along the

The advantage of The
storage system on the: lines of rail-
way Téther than on the farm is the
economy in providing it and the ob-
viating of much meedless handling of
the product

concrete wguld be the cheapest kind
of miaterial which could be employed.
