" re-committed to a Committee of the whole House for the purpose of providing that all
the provisions of the said Bill shall apply to all Building Societies, providing always that
Societies not having a paid-up capital of over $40,000 shall not issue Debentures or
receive Deposits " inserted instead thereof; And a Debate arising thereupon : The saidi
proposed arnendwent was, with leave of the House, withdrawn.

Then the Main Question being put;
Ordered, That the Bill be now read the third time.
The Bill was accordingly read the third time.
Resolved, That the Bill do pass, and the% Title be: " An Act to make further provi-

sion for the management of Permanent Building Societies carrying on business in the
Province of Ontario."

Ordered, That the Clerk do carry the Bill to the Senate, and desire their concurrence.

The Order of the Day being read, for the second reading of the Bill to amend the
A ct respecting Procedure in Criminal Cases and other matters relating to Criminal Law;

Ordered, That the said Order be discharged.
Ordered, That the Bill be withdrawn.
