He and Ken Brown, U.N.B ex­
tension Forester, attended a con­
ference called by the New Yoik 
State College of Forestry the 
largest forestry school in the United 
States, to discuss and hear about 
recent developments in wood pro­
ducts. The meetings were held on 
October 6 and 7 and consisted of a 
series of half-hour lectures by 
leaders in various fields of forestry. 
Some of the topics iucluded in the 
two-day schedule were: transmuted 
wood; high frequency heating ao- 
plied to "hording of wood: laminated 
timbers; resins and glues for mar­
ine use.

The conference was very well 
attended, as evidenced by the fact 
that, at the banquet tendered the 
delegates, over 550 were present. 
Represenation was made by foui of 
our Canadian provinces; over 130 
U. S. industries were represented 
and delegates were present from 
Great Britain, Australia and New 
Zealand. Thirty some companies 
sent in demonstrations: chairs, 
chair and chesterfield springs made 
of wood, aeroplane parts, resins ard 
glues for plywoods and so on.
