Jeutenant-General Kuter has 
this power, in effect, plus the 
authority specially given out by 
the White House to use nuclear 
warheads without further con­
sultations.

This is what could be so harm­
ful to Canada. Should NORAD 
ever use nuclear warheads we 
would be considered as much at 
fault as the US. NORAD limits 
the effectiveness with which 
Canada can work in the U.N., 
the field in which we have made 
our biggest contributions to­
wards peace. As a partner in 
NORAD, Canada cannot put 
forth its views in the U.N. and 
make other nations believe they 
are strictly our views, especially 
when they happen to coincide 
with American forwarded inter­
ests. This could be compared 
with some of the proposals al­
ready made by Poland. Some 
were extremely well thought out 
and could have been most effec­
tive, but coming from a Russian 
satellite, they were suspected of 
being Russian proposals in dis­
guise.
