The decision to have & Teshmicel Rducation Commiseion
appeinted canc,as you will probably remenber,after a hard fight
in the Commons and an andeavour on the »art of the Oprosition to
nake out th-¢ the Government nog -in earnest in the natter. It
is something for which beoth thf urers' Assooiation and the
Doyinion Trades and Labour Jongress heve been petitioning parlia-
mont dwring the pest oisht or ten years and have not bdeen able to
seouwre until the vresent time. Tou will remember thet in the
appropriations I secured $35,000 for the work of the Commiesion,
and that ite nenbers are to heve power to tale evidence in differest
parts of Camadea and also to travel to Buropean countries and
Great Britain to secure the leteet available information of sor-
vice to our induetries and induetriesl clasees.
