Theee 
ere both tzsportant features of the address «and having been re­
garded ae Important enough to ’*> mentioned there,it will be seen 
that they are looked upon ae among the most Important measures of 
the present session.

The decision to have a Technical BduoatIon Cormlseion 
appointed oa’/> ,txs you will probably remember,after a hard fight 
In the Common» and an endeavour on the part of tho Opposition to 
nakc out th t tho Government vm not-In earnest in the natter. It 
is something for which both tiïS^ahtuTaoîurere' Association and the 
Dominion Trades and Labour Congress lieve been petitioning parlia­
ment during the paet eight or ton years and Jiave not been able to 
secure until the present time. You will remember that In the 
appropriations I secured $38,800 for the work of the Comission, 
and that its members are to have power to ta)o evidence In differs** 
parts of Canada and also to travel to European countries and 
Great Britain to secure tho latest available information of ser­
vice to our Industries and industrial classes.

The Combines Rill was a very Important measure,— 
next to the Naval Bill the most important measure of the present 
session,and of all the legislation,one of the greatest Immediate 
service,perhaps,to tho mass of the people. The Rill wee not only 
Introduced by myself,but was also ny own drafting. It passed 
both the House of Commons and the Sonate without a single division
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
