2. The Interdepartmental Committee should deal with
three matters

(a) financial arrapgements between the Dominion
and the provinces;

(b) changeé required in the B,N.A. Act;
(e) reasons in support of the foregoing.

3. The material prepared by the Interdepartmental
Committee might be referred to the Zconomie Advisory
Committee for approval and then be submitted to the
Cabinet Sub-Committee and the Cabinet; From this there
should emerge at the earliest possible date a general
indication of what the government wanted to get from
an Inter-provinecial conference.

4, Simultaneously the Bank of Canada or some dccoumtant
like J.3. Thomson would be asked to bring Nominion and
provincial figures and statistlics up to date.
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
