Matter of this class must e so packed o put ap as to e
casily opened for examination, and there muost be no con
respondence enclosed,

Patterns and Samples.

Bona fide Patterns and Samples of Mere andise, not ex
ceeding 24 ounces in weight, may be sent to any place in
Canadicat 1 cent per 4 ounces. Must he put ap sooas to
admit of inspection.  Goods sent in execution of an order
however small the guantity may be, or articles sent by on
private individual by another, wot being actually Trade
Patterns or Samples, are not adimissible as such. A sample
of teais limited to half a poy The Limit of weight to the
United States ix eight o 2 cents for the st
f ounces, and 1 cent for v ounces.

Parcels for Canada must be prepaid 6 cents for 4 ounces,
and must not exceed 5 Ibs. in woiglhl nor two feetin length
by one foot in width or depth, and the senders name should
be written on the lower left hand corner.
