1. An ntmular Eclipse of the Sun, March G, 1S67 ; invisible in America, visible in Europe to­

wards 5 o'clock 4 minutes, a.m., of Washington.
2. A partial Eclipse of the Moon, the most being visible at Washington on the 20tb, at 3 o'clock 

40 minutes, a.m.
3. A total Eclipse of the Sun, August 29th; invisible at Washington, and only visible In South 

America, when it is S o’clock 28 minutes, a.m.. at Washington.
4. A partial Eclipse of the Moon, September i8th, partially visible at Washington, the middle 

occurring at 7 o'clock IS minutes, i\m.

1. Mkroitry will bo Evening Star till February 6tn ; then Morning Star, March 15th ; then Even" 

inr Star, dime 2d ; then Morning Star, July 25tli ; then Evening Star, September 16tb ; then Morn­
ing Star, November 12tb.

2. Venus will be Morning Star till October 5th ; then Evening Star the rest of the year
3. Mars will bo Morning Star from the 1st of January to the 12th ; then Evening Star to the end

of the year.
4. Jupiter will be Evening Star to February 8th ; then Morning Star to August 26th.
5. Saturn will be Morning Stai till May 10th; then Morning Star to November 15tb ; then Even­

ing Star.
6. Uranus will be Evening Star till June 81st ; then Morning Star.
7. Nkvtune will bo Evening Star till the 4th of April ; Morning Star till October 5th ; then Even­

ing Star.
