KasvLo,June 20,—{Special.]—The town
of Ainsworth was again excited at the
close of last week by reports of turther
rich strikes on the east side of the lake,
not far irom the Blue Bell mine, and
Jurnigan, the discoverer of the’jledge
referred to some seven or eight weeks
ago, is again the fortunate finder. He
has uncovered an eight-foot ledge south-
east of the Blue Bell, and not 20 feet
from where men have for weeks and
months been piling wood as it came
from a shute. 'The discovery was made
not more than a quarter of a mile from

the lake shore. Higher up another dis-
covery has been made of a three and a
half feet ore chute. This time the ore

is said to appear in bunches, of about the
same length as the width, but neither
wall has as yet been traced. Assays
from these discoveries are said to have
returned as high as 300 ounces to the
ton, but the statement could not be
verified at this distanse. Ainsworth is
enthused over the reports, and a con-
siderable percentage of the population
went over.to thescene of the discoveries.

Three working men, T. Adams, T
Morton and J.M.McKenzie, were in-
troduced to Police Magistrate Chipman
on Saturday evening and told a pitiful
tale of the treatment they had received
at the hands of an employer. They
were engaged in Spokane, they said, to
work upon the mineral claims belonging
to the Mammoth Group Mining com-

any, consisting of the Mammoth,

aumbo and Fair on Mountain View,
situated on Twelve Mile creek, the first
creek emptying into Kootenay lake after
leaving the river and not very far from
Sanca. They came in by the way of
Bonner’s Ferry with their employer, L
K. McBroom, and were landed from the
‘Ainsworth on the shore of the lake.
They were insufficiently sup lied with
provisions, they asserted, and of such
poor quality that the bacon was alive
with maggots when uncovered. They
were expected to pack ever thing to the
scene of operations and worked -as
steadily as weather permitted, climbing
the mountains for several miles. Thr?
were to receive $2 per day and board.
The work was so exhausting and the
food so scant and poor that they could
stand it no longer and resolved to quit.
They were given their time and expense
bill and came out in debt after their
three weeks’ labor. %

The time checks, as shown, contained
"some peculiar credits, such asone day,
eight “hours, 40 minutes. On another
day a credit is of twohours, 35 minutes,
and still “Otheéo four days, 15 minutes
The men came downto Haslo on Sa aé
day with their ém “$Ir.

They landed here entirely penniless and
sought-the police magistrate to obtain
some redress if possible. It appears
from their time checks that so many
hours and minutes as the manager chose
$o credit them with them on each deag
is noted, and the whole, when added,
divided by 10 to ascertain thesaumber of
days employed. The men claim that
any such time as actually engaged in
work was allowed, return trips being
disallowed. They were advised to seek

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A Wood Contractor at Trail Has Dis-
appeared Entirely.

His Wife and Family Have Arrived
From Coeur d’Alene—Nothing Seen
of Him Since June 4.

Tra1L, June 21.—[Special.]—Since the
fourth of June R. Lee Taylor, the wood
contractor for the railroad, has been
missing as completely as if the earth had
swallowed him up. No trace of him can
be found, and all the theories common
in such cases fail when applied to this
extraordinary disappearance. To add
to the mystery his wife and two children

have just reached here from their home
in Coeur d’Alene, Idaho, in answer to a
letter written by the missing man just
before he was last seen.

Taylor came here last fall from Ooeur
d’Alene. He sto at the Trail House
and all winter long he worked around
town. He was a quiet, decent man, who
minded his business and let his neigh-
bors’ alone. He was not disipated,
though he had a fondness for informing
acquaintances that he was a single man.
About six weeks ago he got the grippe
and when he recovered it was noticed
that his mind seemed somewhat affected
and his friends observed that at times
his actions seemed rather erratic.

About May 10 Taylor took a contract
from the raxﬂ-oad' company to haul wood
from the w camp to the siding, a
short distance up the gulch. The con-
tract was a one and he expected to

Hiring several men he started in on the
work and immediately began to build a
new road a chute go as to get the wood
out more economically. In the mean-
time he }m on credit over $100
worth of feed for his teams from a local
feed store. AboutJune 1l he had asmall
disagreement with his men which re-
sulted in hisletting them go after paying
them off in orders on the rai com-

ny. These orders were cashed and as
they took all the money due Taylor on
his contract there was no balance com-
ing to him. That fact though did not
discourage him as he was getting in
shape to get out wood ragli‘ y and ex-
pected to make money. The feed bill
against him was not worrying him, nor
was his own board bill, for he expected
to meet both by pay day. ;

In the meantime he e ted his wife
and children to join him here, and
wrote them telling them to come on.
On the 29th of May he wrote her to
come on, and he expected her to reach
here on the following Friday, which was
June 4. On that fatal evening he en-
gau(;led a room for her at the Trail house,
and went down to the boat to meet his
family. That was the last seen of him
nor anything been heard of him in
the meantime.

But Mrs, Taylor could not come at the
expected time, nor could she get here
till Saturday night, when she arriv
with her two lit ildren to join him.
He of course was not here to meet them,
and Mrs. Taylor, almost distracted, is
anxiously waiting at the Trail house for
a.n'ls.:h nefvz:r Ofl;haim.
