The streets were 
handsomely decorated, and the city 
looked its prettiest.

The races and the athletic contests 
occupied all morning and afternoon, 
and in the evening the celebration closed 
with a largely attended ball in Dominion 
hall.

Linnard returned to Rossland and report­
ed that the deal had been closed and that 
the work of operating the properties was 
about to be commenced on a large scale. 
The funds, however, failed to come to 
hand and then it was learned that there 
was a hitch in the deal and Mr. Linnard 
went to London for the purpose of 
straightening the matter out. He has 
been there ever since trying to close the 
deal. Now it begins to look as though 
the property has been sold. Messrs. 
Greville & Co. of No. 71 Bay street, To­
ronto, published in the Toronto Mail and 
Empire of May 16th the following ac­
count of the deal :

“The Toronto holders in the mines of 
which we are negotiating the sale in 
England will be pleased to hear that, in 
enite of the war and violent disturbance 
of the London market, we are advised 
that our negotiations* for the sale of the 
Lee, Gopher and Homestake are likely 
to be brought to a successful issue very 
shortly. When the parties to whom 
Mr. Linnard had given the option threw 
it up, on 2nd April last, he gave the 
complete control into our hands, and 
our London agents at once opened nego­
tiations with some of the first financial 
men in that city. Yesterday we received 
the gratifying intelligence by cable that 
‘the contract is signed.’ We expect to 
receive full details of the sale within 10 
days. We trust to be able to bring the 
Golden Goblin to an equally successful 
issue.”

A. F. Corbin, secretary of the Robert 
E. Lee, Homestake and Gopher com­
panies, was seen yesterday and said he 
received a cable last week from D. M. 
Linnard, to the effect that a deal would 
probably be closed on June 4. This is 
the only information that he bad re­
ceived on the subject. It had been the 
intention of Mr. Linnard to start for 
home on April 30, but having met these 
new people and opened negotiations 
with them, he concluded to remain till 
the result was reached that is outlined 
in the announcement made by Greville 
& Co.

There is nothing said about the price 
paid for the properties in either of the 
announcements made by Greville & Co 
or by Mr. Corbin.

Ernest Kennedy, of the firm of Ken­
nedy Brothers & Purgold, returned early 
yesterday morning from a visit to Lon­
don. Mr. Kennedy has been absent for 
about four months and returns as full of 
business vim and go as ever. The people 
of the big city across the water it seems, 
have been kind to him, for he looks in
the very pink of condition. Although 
he had a very pleasant time while away, 
he says that he is glad to be among the 
the people of Rossland again, as he is 
fond of them and their ways.

In speaking of the condition of mining 
affairs in London he said : “The failure 
of Horatio- Bottomley, the big operator, 
and his line of interests had resulted iq 
knocking the bottom out of the market, 
so far as Westralian shares are con­
cerned.” To show how great was the 
fall he stated that some shares that had 
been selling for over $25 per share are 
now down to $2.50. This for the 
time being has created a distrust for 
mining ventures.

Continuing he said :
“Another thing has affected the Lon­

don investor is the Hispano-American 
Coupled with this is the prospect 

of a war between the Great Britain and 
France which when I left was far from 
improbable. This was evidenced by the 
increase in theinsurance rates paid cov­
ering liability on cargoes going abroad.

“How soon do I think the market in 
London for the sale of Kootenay mining 
properties will be better than it is? 
That is hard to say but it is certain to 
improve just as soon as the war between 
the United States and Spain is over. 
That ie, ofconrse, provided there are 
no complications that will involve the 
peace of Great Britain. x. 1 *

“Good mining properties can be placed, 
but there is but little opportunity for 
selling them outright for cash. Mining 
operators are willing to stock a company^* 
and to provide the money for develop­
ment work, provided those owning the 
properties are willing to accept stock for 
them. In other words, the operators 
think that the owners of properties 
ghqnld be willing to risk something when 
they arfe téady to take chances with their 
money for developmental purposes.

“I cannot complain, however, at the 
result of my efforts in London. We 
have obtained the funds for the develop­
ment of the Dundee and for the con­
struction of its concentrator. We have 
also obtained funds for the development 
of the properties of the Kenneth Min­
ing company and also for the companies 
that have been formed for the opening 
of the extension of the Dundee. Still I 
do not look for any great movement to­
ward further large investments here on 
the part of London investors for some 
little time to come. London operators 
know, however, that we» have a fine • 
mining country. They know that the 
output of Kootenay last year was large, 
and expect a considerable increase this 
year. This, too, without much invest­
ment of British capital. I did not have 
to answer so many questions as to cer­
tain minutæ as was the case during my 
first visit. Generally, they seem to be 
better posted than they were, and when 
matters get into shape and the confi­
dence in mining investments is on a 
firmer footing than at present, I look 
for a greatly increased interest to be 
manifested in this country by the larger 
operators of the British metropolis. It . 
used to be all*Rossland, but now consid­
erable of the interest is manifested in 
the district around Ymir, and I notice 
that there have been several compan­
ies organized recently with Ymir as 
part of their names.

“I met a number of Rossland men 
while there. Among these were Andrew

One broker early in the day 
yesterday sold his holdings of this stock 
at $1.50, but before night he was 
sorry that he had not. waited a few 
hours, for offers were made up to as high 
as $1.67 for stock. There is good reason 
for this, too. Money is plentiful and 
cheap in Toronto and vicinity, and in­
vestors there are looking around for the 
purpose of finding investments that will 
pay more than five per cent. The fact 
that War Eagle is now shipping ore to 
the Trail smelter and that the company 
will shortly begin 'the paying of divi­
dends, leads to She hope that an invest­
ment in its shares will yield from eight 
to 15 per cent on the investment- at the 
ruling price of the shares. Hence there 
is a great rush to secure the shares, and 
there is but little for sale here. Those 
who now hold War Eagle shares here 
bought for investment and some will 
not let go for even $1.67.

There has been a very lively movement 
in the shares of Monte Christo, which 
was caused by the announcement that 
the company has about 30,000 tons of 
ore in sight and is about to begin ship­
ments to the smelter at Trail. The 
workings of the mine have reached a 
depth of 620 feet, and it is in first class 
condition throughout. The intention is 
to begin shipping 50 tons per day and to 
gradually increase this quantity till it 
reaches and perhaps goes beyond 100 
tons per day. A week since the shares 
were selling at 19%, and since then they 
have advanced until now they are 
quoted by local brokers at 23% cents. It 
is predicted that this stock will advance 
to 30 cents within the next few days, as 
the company operating it is a strong one 
with plenty of capital behind it, and is 
therefore able to attain the best results.

Although good reports continue to 
come in from Deer Park the shares of 
that company is not as active ks it should 
be - under the reported favorable con­
dition of tbe property. Those who have 
recently visited the workings say it is in 
splendid condition. One cause of the 
depression in the shares of this stock was 
because the treasury ttock was being 
worked off. This threw so much on the 
market that it depressed prices and 
restricted dealings. It is now stated by 
the management that the treasury has 
been withdrawn and this should stiffen 
values.
