QUEBEC, Feb. 7.—The probers
into the Montreal Mail graft allega-
tions rested to-day after a strenuous
week. While the worst is known, and
the legislators of both -the Upper
and Lower House are relieved that
the allegations have not covered
more ground, a little more digging
remains to be done.

Next week when the upper coundil
committee meets, it will call before
it L. P. Berard and Achille Bergevin,
the two legislative councillors who
bave figured in the Mail charges,

P though whether they will decide to

give evidence or fo refuse on the
ground that they ‘might .incriminate
themselves, cannot be decided.

The strain of the probes has been
most strenuous. First of all J. O.
Mousseau, of the lower House, charg-
ed by the mail with accepting bribes,
was brought down’ with an attack of
nervous prostratioff at the mere
thought of the dﬂqmry, and is mot
likely to be able to ‘give evidence be-
fore the committee’ proper.

Then Mr. Bisaillon of counsel for
the Mail ‘was forced to return home
ill.

Last night the pace at the low{r
House enguiry ‘was so ' furious that
three French * stenographérs found
themselves unable to stand the strain.

A good story was told to-day of
how the alleged “Mr. Sampson” fool-
ed a Montreal newspaperman. The
latter niet the detective going from
Montreal to Quebec and the two got
quite chummy. ‘The newspaperman
liked the genial and generous “Amer-
ican millionaire,” so much that he
sent him a copy of his latest book,
which  happefied to be a de-
tective = story called “The Trait-
or.” The journalist also of-
fered to introduce Mr. Sampson to
Mr. Edward Beck, who had really em-
ployed the sleuth, but Mr. Sampson
said: “No, I would rather not meet
him. One must draw the lines some-
where with ne“spapermen though, ot
course, I except you.’

The newspaper man was immense-
ly impressed with Sampson because
he claimed that he drank champagne
for breakfast.

The local press made a lot of fun
out of the Lanctot<MacNab encoun-
ter, the Chronicle printing several im-
aginary telegrams offering the pugil-
istic Deputy Attorney-General a po-
sition in* the ranks of the “white
hopes,” while Bombardier Wells was
quoted as resigning the honor of be-
ing knacked out for the British Em-
pire in favor of Mr. Lanctot.
