These islands are situate about 650 

miles ea-t of Cape Hatteras and aie from 
23 to 24 miles long having an aiea of 
about 40 square miles. They were dis­
covered by Juan Bermudez in tbe year 
1515, and although many abortive com­
missions were formed with a view to its 
settlement, this did not become an accom­
plished fact until the year 1615 when 
under James I. of England, the Bermu­
da Company was incorporated by royal 
letters patent. This company continued 
to control the affairs of the island, and 
although the early settlers spoke of it as 
“overrun with hogs and tbe abode of tbe 
devil,” it became a flourishing colony.

In tbe year 1687, the first Governor, 
Sir R. Robinson, was appointed by tbe 
Crown, and the Bermuda Company then 
ceased to be. From that time to the 
present the respective governors have 
been appointed from England.

Of the reputed 365 islands, only some 
eight jot ten are inhabited, the rest being 
mere barren rocks and ledges above the 
level of the water.
