It is now pretty generally known that 
iqjîonncction with this union, an indus­
trial school has been established in this 
town, under the able and energetic man 
agoment of Mrs. Arthur Gilroy,efficient­
ly aided by (>th«r ladies of the Union, 
this project promises to be a success- 
and wo bespeak for it the sympathy and 
support of the public generally. Fur­
ther particulars concerning this depart 
ment of work will be given from time to 

me. At present the school meets 
every Friday afternoon, at the closa^if 
the public schools, in what is known ns

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Agricultural Notes,

—Stock cannot bu healthy and thrive 
in bad air any more than human beings, 
and it is not only cruel but unprofitable 
to confine stock in close stables reekin-r 
with tilth.

The Farmington, Conn., creamery, 
one of the first started in New England, 
has been run on ths plan of the delivery 
of the whole milk, and creaming, at the 
factory. Recently, however, ic has 
changed to the cream gathoriny sysZem, 
and likes the plan much butter.

—The Bangor creamery has recently 
shipped a largo order of butter to Fort 
Spain,Trinidad. The butter was shipped 
on board the schooner Cora Dunn. This 
makes the second shipment from this 
creamery to the West Indies.

— The farmers of any section where 
they are selling hay from their farms, 
aud putting nothing back, “are robbing 
Peter to pay Paul."They are exhausting 
the natural source of fertility so fast 
that they will soon have nothing to fall 
back upon. A ton of hay takes from 
the land fully 80 pounds of actual plant 
food in the form of nitrogen, potash and 
■oluablo phosphoric acid. Jf you tako 
off two tons of hay, you are taking off 
160 pounds of plant Rod, to restore, 
which requires from 400 to G00 pounds 
of fertility, according to the strength of 
materials used, or from eight to ten 
loads of manure ->t 2,G00* pounds each. 
Now, how long tfijs can be kept up time 
alone c^n tell.

—If you want good laying hens in 
winter, keep an eye on your early 
hatched chickens and select the best de­
veloped and healthy1 leokiilg pullets for 
furnishing you with eggs* next winter. 
For several weeks after hatching the 
young chicks should be fed a little five 
or six times a day. After they are half- 
grown, three or four times a <lay-not 
to fasten them, but to make them grow. 
Twc/radons out of three should be soft 
food, and if mixed with milk instead 
of Water it will be greatly improved. 
See to it that they have g/eon food < f 
some description and plenty of fresh 
water and gravel within their reach. By 
forcing the pullets in this $vay you will 
bo quite sure to set them laying in the 
fall, which, if properly housed and fed 
t-huy will coiitMue through the winter.

There are always' some parties who 
are “waiting for something Lo turn up.” 
Hardly anything better than the poultry 
business can “turn up” to one who 'ip 
really waiting—one who is ambitious in 
the right direction when something does 
“turn up.” “ The poultry r'anks are not- 
yet full. Every one in it wvho exorcises 
proper management is making something 
but, like all other businesses, it requires 
tact and capacity to turn it into prôfit- 
able'cash. The market is not over sup­
plied with either fowls or eggs, and «now 
the chances in this direction are cneour- 
aginly in favor of embarking in the 
poultry business: ' Granting then, there 
are such who wish to start in this lino, 
a few words on how to bègiif may not be

The proper time to begin is in the fall 
or winter. It is then that a choice se­
lection of fowls is nt -command. For ' 
various reasons I would recommend one 
to start with fowls rather than eggs.' It 
is not buying the pig iq the bag, ns it 
wçru—one can see what lie buys. Do 
not infer from "this however, that I re­
flect dishonesty upon those advertising 
eggs. Not at all. But, if you do start 
with eggs, remeber it must be an ex­
traordinary strain that will produce all, 
or even a good' percentage of-,^such 
breeders an one would wish- to have for 
a start. ' Then having decided to start, 
prepare quarters with the best possible 
view to cômfort for the birds. Subscribe 
for some journal, and bear in mind 
there is always something new to learn. 
Then select your breed or breeds, but 
let me say hero, do not start- with too 
many varieties, There is where the 
failures come in. Of course I would say 
by no means staft with anything, but 
thoroughbreds. H you .aim is to rear 
fowls for eggs, the, the, laying breeds 
should be selected. Leghorns are un­
doubtedly the Breed which there are-three 
varieties, White, Black ami Brown, each 
one having their own admirers. If mar­
ket fowls wirli a liberal supply of eggs 
are the ebjeo t, then lire heavier breeds 
can bo select ed from. My fancy and I 
think for for good reasons is the Ply- - 
mouth Rocks barred or white; Wyen­
duites, four varieties, White, Black 
Silver «and Golden, and Light Bra llamas 
in the order named ; and I think for 
general purposes they caunot be excelled 
but then there is abundance of others t0 
choose from. Go out among the, breed- ' 
ers and make yourself acquaint ca with 
their ways and principles. ' As a rule , 
they are a cheerful, honest lot, and by 
giving the poultry a fair • allow on the 
farm you will fiud that nothing else givis

quick and as groat a return for' the 
money invested. — IF. R: Cockburn, in 
The Canadian Live Slock and Farm 
Journal.
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
