IS AN ACT OF PEACE

Working of Lemieux Act for the Past
Two Years.

Ottawa, April 28.—A summary of the
results of the operation of the -
dustrial disputes investigation act, or
the Lemieux acf, as it is more general-
ly ealled, during the first two years
of itg operation, up to the end of last
month, shows that there were receiv-
ed in all during’ the period indicated
55 applications, as a result of which
49 boards wére esfablished. = In the
remaining cases the disputes were
settled either during the formatién oi
the board or during the discussion
arising out of the application, and
in ahy case as a direct result of the
influence of that act.

Of the 49 disputes referred under
the act, in each of wiich the sworn
statement aceompanying -the appliea-
tion declared that a strike or lockout
would take place in the event of a
seéttlement not being reached, there
were two cdses only in which a étrike
or lockout resulted. The cases in
question are those of the dispute be-
tween the Cumberland Railway %
Coal ‘Co. and its employees at Spring-
hill, N.S., ‘which resulted in a strike
of the ¢oal miners, commencing on
August 1, 1907, and continuing until
October 31, when the men returned
to work on the terms originally recom-
mended by the board. 1,700 men be-
ing concerned; and the dispute be-
tween the Canadian Pacific Railway
Co. and its mechanical- employees,
which also resulted in a strike, com-
menecing in this ease on' August 4,
1908, and continwing until the end
of September following; when the em-
ployees returned to work on the terms
originally recommmended by the board,
about 8,000 men being concerned. In
each of the other 47 disputes referred
under the act, the. investigation be-
fore the board, resulted either in a dir-
ect agreement between the parties, (r
in effeeting such an improvement in
the relations that no cessation of work
oecurred.

Of the disputes dealt with under the
act, 30 concerned mines and smeltoers;
and 23 coneerned transportatxon amd
communieation.

Nearly 606,000 men were concerned
in the disputes settled, and the amount
saved to the country through the ‘n-
dustrial peace secured by means of
the act daring the past two years runs
up into many milliods.

PROTECTIONISTS IN:CONFLICT.

Germany Threaténs Tariff Reprisals if
U. S. Mdintdins Payne Schedules.

Berlin, April 27—Unmistakable
threats. of retaliation: on the part of
the Gérman government unless the
United States congress modifies . cer-
tain features of the Payne tariff bill
are being uttered by business men re-
presenting the manufacfurers of tex-
tiles. gloves and  toys, who make s
strong plea on ‘behalf of their indus-
tries. The influential Tagliche Rund-
sicha says: “Among the increased dut-
ies provided for by the bill are a num-
ber ‘which strike especially at German
trade. What is far worse, the pro-
vigions of the bill in regard to the
valuation of imports give the New
York tarifi officials abundant oppor-
tunity  to hinder the importation  of
undesired articles. Should the bill
really become low the German gov-
ernment doubtless will remember it
and also the maximum tariff which
provides for increases up to 100 per
eent. Ameriea, however, neéds us
more than we need it. The Ameri-
cans have miore to lose.”

Hope is expressed by exporters that
the bill yet will be altered materially
before its passage.

RESERVED THEIR DECISION.

Divisional Court on Motion to Quash
Coroner's Kinradé Warrant.

Toronto, April 28—At the conelusiop
oi the argument in the Divisional
court Chanceller Boyd and fellow-jué-
tices reserved devision as $o whether
the coromer’s warrant issued- for the
arrest of Florenece Kinrade was legal.

In the-course of the argument Dep-
uty Attorney 'Genera: Cartwright as-
serted to the court that the examins-
tion of a witness “went on until i*
was closed.”” Chaneellor Boyd ‘asked
Cartwright if he contended this to be
so in the case of the Kinrade inguest.
where Florence had been twice ex-
amined “at unseemly hours.””

The chaneellor expressed the opin-
jon that the crown should diselose op
what matters it sought to re-examine
this witness. ~Fhis may be done ip
affidavit ‘form, although Mr. Cartwright
was of the opinion that the informa-
tion should be imparted privately only
to the court.

It may ‘be days or even longer be-
fore the divisional court will render
judgment on this case, as the.evid-
ence taken at' the coronmer’s -inquest
must: be transeribed and sent to the
court to consider, along with the other
documents asked for.

Chaneellor Boyd said he deubted
whether a coroner’s warrant could be
served outside the county in which
it is issued. He thought the crown
should disclose on what questions the
crown propeses to re-examine - the
girl.  “It does no harm to issue sum-
mons for an inquest and few people
would resist it, but when they do you
must of course show your authority,”
said Justice Magee.

CRIME OF CAIN CHARGED.

Ernest Morris' Committed For Trial
For Murder of Brother.

Milestone, Sask., April 28.—FErnest
Morris was arraigned today for the
murder of his brother OChas. J. Morris,
before Magistrate Bunn and Murphy
and formally committed -for trial.
The ~deeased’s remains were found
in the ruins of his burned shanty on
April 6th and it was at first thought
to have been accident. Medical testi-
mony showed that the deceased had
probably died of a blood clot on the
brain, caused by. a blow, and despite
the charred condition of the remains
it wag decided the hemorrage could
not have happened after death and
that it oceorred before the damage
was done by the fire, Several wit-
nesses saw the deceased on the eve
of his death and said he was sober
and all right.

RAILWAY BOARD HITS SNAG.

Case in Toronto Referred to Supreme
Court for Interpretation.

Toronto, Ont., April 28.—For an in-
terpretation of two sections of the Do-
minion Railway Act, the Dominion
Railway Commission will send a
stated case to the Supreme Court to
determine” whether section 341 is in
any way controlled or affected by
section 77, and, if it is controlled, to
wliat extent, and in what particulars.

In ‘substance ‘section 77 says that
wherever a railway charges one per-
son lower rates-for setvices than that
given another person for similar ser-
vices, the burdeén of proving this is
not unjust discrimination rests. upon
the ecompany. Section 341 says a
railway can issue mileage excursion
or commutation tickets with the con-
sent-of the Railway Beard. e

The point is raised in the applica-
tion for an extension of the commut-
ation rates to certain places in the
neighborhood of Toronto. The. rail-
ways dispute the juriediction of the
Board and contend there iz no con-
trol -and that they are perfectly free
in the matter of commutation mileage
or excursion tickets to discriminate in
whatever way seems good to them.

MAY USE CHICAGO MEAT.

German Army Officers te Investigate
Packing Plants.

Eondon, April 29—Four German of-
ficers, two naval and two military, re-
presenting the supply department of
the German army left London Wed-
nesday ‘on their way to Chicago. They
are to inspect the packing of meats

POLICE GRAFT IN MONTREAL.

Civic Investigation Discloses Almost
Incredible: Conditions,

Montreal; April 29—More police ir-
regularities were disclosed today at
the meeting of the royal commission
which is investigating the administra-
tion of Montreal’s civic government.
Kavanaugh, "a former saloon
keeper, testified that he had paid
Capt. Murphy, of No. 12 station, $25
and each of three officers $5 as a
Christmas reminder.

TO SHIP GRAIN

C.P.R. Will: Not Build a Terminal
Elevator at Vancouver,

Calgary, Alta., April 29.—William
Whyte, who is here today on his way
home from the coast,- said: ‘“Well,
you may say that the C.P.R. will ar-
range for the proper handling of the
1969 grain harvest threugh Vancouver
to the markets of the world in a
suitable manner. The importance of
the matter so far as it regards Alber-
ta and the West is fully recognized,
and the C.P.R. wal do everything
reasonably expected to further the
westward movement of grain.”

“Will a terminal elevator be built
this year at Vancouver?” was asked.

“I don’t think one "is necessary.
In fact, I think it inadvisable to do
so. During my visit to the coast I
visited "Portland ‘and- other shipping
points and noticed that grain, espec-
ially wheat, can best be shxpped ‘n
sacks; and have arrived at the coa-
clusion that a larger elevator is un-
necessary. What is. more required is
a large warehouse and more dockage
space to properly take care of all ship-
ments tendered us from the west.
Shippers of Portland told me th)
best way to ship wheat was in sacks
or bags and their past experience has
convinced me they are right. Yon
may say, though, that the C.P.R. will
be in a position to dispose of the
coming harvest by way of the western
route.” e
