These 'figures as compiled from the
official records of the Bureau cf Statis-
tics department of Commerce and La-
bor, and include only that class of ex-
ports designated as ‘Medicines, Patent
and Proprietary.”” Out of the total
volume $335,000 worth were exparted
to Canada.

States, an Interesting and instructive
comparison was made on the latest
possibilities of the respective markets.

In answer to that tiresome well-
worn. question: “Does the consumer
pay?” a neat illustration was given to
settle that point, even ta the Edmon-
ton contemporary, which recently tack-
led Mr. Marshall on the question. Hogs
shipped to the States sare subject to
duty, which the Canadian farmer has
to pay. When bacon i8 sent into this
country the retailer sells at the price
paid for it plus the duty and a profit
on both. The consumeér was like the
pig in the garden. he was kicked go-
ing in and kicked going out. Reci-
procity sought to remove this duty,
and give Canada the advantage of the
Chicago market. No one likes to pay
duty; such an act is against the ir)-
herent feeling of man.
Various industries—Pork
salt, etc—whose ruination
to their opponents, if Reciprocity be-
comes law, is certain. were discussed
and tHe reasons given against Recipro-
city were shown to be incompatible
both with logic and the primciples of
finance. Fruit growers were in favor
0 between the
neighboring countries. Instances wers
cited of large ‘ﬁodies of fruit growers
_both in British. Columbia and Ontario,
where at Welland 250 of them declared
in favor or Reciprocity. It was most-
ly the canners in Ontario who were
opposing the Libéral = scheme, The
canning industry was almost a monop-
oly and the canners, who were fast
hecoming tyrannical, have been,known
to refuse to execute in full orders
given in May; 'but what was worse to
refuse to disclose the price of goods
to the retailer till well on in October.
Retailers were forced to accept con-
ditions. like thaf when dealing in cann-
ed fruits or to do without fruit. Pro-
tection, which worked in a way like

prosperity.: Lord Elgin in 1854 further
gave Canada greater tradse” frecdom.
If these prices of legislatiéh had not
been enacted there might have been
another repetition of .thé Boston Tea-
party. Freedon and loyalty increased
by non-restriction in trade and by wise
internal government.
