On the front be­
tween Arras and Ypres, artillery and 
trench mortars were active. This 
morning the enemy fired Camouflet 
near Mount Sorrel, and exploded a 
mine near Neuville St. Vaast. There 
was considerable aerial .fighting.

The Times* Roumanian headquar­
ters correspondent in a despatch 
printed to-day, says that the Bulgari­
ans on Tuesday attacked the Rouma­
nian position at Lipnitz, but Were re­
pulsed after a fight lasting all night. 
They lost eight guns.

PARIS, Sept. 14.

Serbians ' and Bulgarians are en ­
gaged in violent fighting on the Mace­
donian front.
FRENCH SUCCESS CREATES EN- 

THÜSIASM.
LONDON, Sept. 14.

The big bite the French took out of 
the German front on Tuesday is given 
great prominence by newspapers here 
and commented upon with great en- 
thùsiasm. Every French success 
arouses immense enthusiasm in the 
British army and makes our men al­
most as happy as if they had done it 
themselves. One of the correspond­
ents with the army in France tele­
graphs: 'I believe the French feeling 
towards us is as cordial as ours to­
wards them. I doubt if ever in his­
tory have two Allies worked together 
with such perfect unanimity or with 
more ungrudging admiration each for 
the others gallantry.” The British

operations during this French ad­
vance were comparatively small, but 
there was a bitter struggle eastward 
of Ginchy, where the British fought 
Bavarian troops and sent back nine 
officers and ICO men prisoners.

SUPPLIES FOR SYRIANS.
WASHINGTON, Sept. 14.

The British Government’s com­
munication, received to-day at the 
State Department, consents to a ship­
ment of relief supplies from the Unit­
ed States to the famine sufferers In 
Syria. This action reverses the pre­
vious attitude of Turkish officials who 
have refused1 two urgent pleas by the 
department for privileges to make 
such shipments.

and the Italian declaration of war 
upon Germany, and declared that 
thus again confirmation is given to 
our determination to practice more 
intimately each day a unity of action 
along a united front. The Allies, com­
bining and co-ordinating their efforts 
In close collaboration, have determin­
ed the evolution of. war along these 
lines. The German empires find 
themselves reduced to the defensive, 
the initiative of the operations has 
escaped them. After a reference to 
the natural reasons for Roumania’s 
intervention, Premier Briand referred 
td the Army in Salonika as follows: 
I am in close union with our efforts. 
The armies in Salonika will fulfill the 
mission confined to them. Already on 
that front, as on others, action Is de­
veloping according to the plans of the 
general staffs. The action of the Al­
lies will he developed In all yays 
neçessary to dissipate the Oriental 
dream of the Central Empires.-Events 
will follow their Inexorable course 
In the Balkans, and Turkey and Bul­
garia will learn each In Its turn that 
It Is dangerous for a country In aban­
doning traditional friendship to sub­
ordinate Itself to the selfish designs 
of a country without scruples.

HUN LIEUT. KILLED.
AMSTERDAM, Sept. 14. 

German Lieut. Faslbusch has been 
killed ih action, according to the 
Vossiche Zeitung.

DETROIT, Sept. 14.
Four men are dead while a score 

of others narrowlye escaped from a 
fire which swept the Salvation Army 
industrial building early to-day.

FATAL EXPLOSION.
NEWARK N.J., Sept. 14.

Five men, including Samuel Bot­
kin, Président of the Inter-State Milk 
and Cream Co., were killed to-day in 
an explosion of an agimonia tank at 
the Co.’s plant.

LINER IN TROUBLE.
SEATTLE, Wash., Sept. 14.

The. Pacific Coast Steam Co.’s liner 
Congress, bound from San Francisco 
to Seattle with passengers and 
freight, reported to the office here at 
4.65 o'clock that she was on fire in 
No. 4 hold. No details were given.

BRITISH CAPTURE SALIENT.
LONDON, Sept. 14.

British troops, fighting in Macedo­
nia, have captured a salient in the 
Bulgarian lines, north of Mucekovo, 
says an official statement issued this 
evening. The British gains were 
maintained against counter attacks. 
Some German prisoners were captur­
ed.

FRENCH CAPTURE.
PARIS, Sept. 14.

On the Somme front the French 
have captured Priez farm and enlarg­
ed their other positions close to Com­
bles, according to the official state­
ment Issued to-night.

GERMAN ATTEMPTS FAIL.
PARIS, Sept. 14.

The Germans made vigorous ef­
forts last night to drive the French 
from the territory captured recently 
on the Somme and Verdun fronts, the 
war office to-day announced, but 
without result. Several assaults were 
made north and south of the Somme 
and east of the Meuse at Vaux and 
Chapitre Wood.

WANTS FORCES COMBINED.
NEW YORK, Sept. 14.

Colonel Repington, the military ex­
pert of the Times, commenting upon 
the Russian General Kurpatkin’s re­
cent statement that It is necessary 
that the Aillés combine their men and 
guns to better advantage than hither­
to, says It deserves careful considera­
tion. If on the completing of our own 
orders, he writes, we turn over to 
Russian use our plants for the manu­
facture of heavy guns and shells, ex­
cept such as are required for the 
needs of our own army, we can en­
able Russia In 19l7 and 1918 to de­
ploy such large and efficient armies 
that they will dominate the whole 
situation. We can do so only If we 
have reached the limit of expansion 
of our own armies. These alterna­
tives suggest a number of considera­
tions, but the combinations Kuropat- 
kin seeks should not be beyond set­
tlement by statesmanship.

AIR RAIDS FEARED.
COPENHAGEN, Sept. 14.

Drastic restrictions with regard to 
lighting, have been imposed upon 
Wilhelmshaven as a precautionary 
measure against air raids. The Wil­
helmshaven Zeltung publishes an or­
der issued by the fortress command­
er, prohibiting lights on streets, yards 
and gardens, and allowing no more 
lights in shop windows than is suffi­
cient to distinguish the goods. All 
special light permits have been with­
drawn. * x

Fish Embargo
at Greece.

With reference to the fish embargo 
at Greece about which Mr. R. B. Job 
President of the Board of Trade, wired 
Sir E. P. Morris at London a few days 
ago, the following reply has been re­
ceived: “The embargo follows that 
in force in the United Kingdom. The 
export of fish is prohibited from the 
United Kingdom to all European 
countries, except France, Russia, 
Spain, Portugal and Italy. The pro-, 
hibition is to prevent food-stuffs 
reaching the enemy through neutral 
countries. The prohibition may, how­
ever, be mitigated by the grant of li­
censes. There need be no hardship 
if the arrangements made as to . the 
granting of licenses be carried out. 
All that is necessary is for intending 
Greek consignees to satisfy the Brit­
ish Minister at Athens as to the dis­
posal of the fish, and, provided there 
is nothing against the consignees, the 
British Minister will cable recom­
mending the shipments and the Sec­
retary of State will cable the Gover­
nor. I leave Liverpool on Friday. 
Send further cables, if any, to the Col­
onial Secretary.’’

Dear Sir,—Kindly grant space lg 

your columns for the purpose of air­
ing a genuine grievance caused by the 
perpetration of a piece of gross in­
justice on the coopers of this coun­
try by the powers that be which will 
soon give place to the powers that 
were If they follow their hand in the 
manner which I am going to make 
public. 1

It seems some person or body some 
time back represented, or to be cor­
rect misrepresented, to the Govern­
ment that Scotch style herring bar­
rels to the amount required could not 
be procured in this Colony and on the 
strength of -this fable the Government 
set to work and Immediately removed 
the duty on the barrels, with the re­
sult that thousands have been im­
ported to the great loss of the local 
coopers and of course to the benefit 
of the workers across the water. 
Now, sir, what are the facts? All the 
barrels required and' more can be 
manufactured right here and good 
barrels at that (provided they are 
headed up by practical men after be­
ing packed and not by Jerrymanders 
with American axes). As a proof a 
visit can be made to cooperages in 
this city where there are hundreds of 
barrels made on speculation, and now 
owing to the unfair action of the Gov­
ernment they are left on the hands of 
the coopers with the deplorable fact 
of city men left idle, whilst the coop­
ers of Canada are busy and receiving 
the Newfoundland money which 
should be spent amongst the residents 
of the country.

In my opinion, sir, there are two 
reasons for the above mentioned mis­
representation. One of them is that 
herring packers wanted to be in a 
position to keep the price of barrels 
at a low figure. Competition on the 
part of manufacturers would achieve 
this object without resorting to the 
unfair methods referred to. The other 
reason I intend to keep secret for the 
present but will probably make public 
If this affair which Is manifestly un­
fair and an atrocious injustice is not 
soon remedied and the coopers given 
their place In the sun, for If there are 
any more deserving body of men to­
day ÿi Newfoundland, excepting the 
fishermen, they are the coopers, for 
the tireless energy displayed by them 
In their dally avocation must certain­
ly lead to an early breakdown. I can 
Imagine the rivers of Ink which would 
be spilled it the owners of the Cloth­
ing, Boot and Shoe and other Fac­
tories were treated in this high-hand­
ed and unjust manner; the papers 
would be filled with protests, and 
justly so. All the coopers ask is jus­
tice, they want no favours, but, Mr. 
Editor, it they could enlist the power­
ful help of you and your brothers of 
the Fqurth Estate editorially they 
would deeply appreciate your assist­
ance.

It is said that Providence helps 
those that help themselves. If that be 
so, then coopers get busy and have a 
petition signed for Sir Edward on Mis 
returp, providing he makes a sqtp get 
away from the perils of the other 
side, which we all sincerely hope he 
will succeed in doing.

Sir EdWard can’t afford to treat 
nearly 600 voters with scant consid­
eration, neither do I think he will. 
Neither do I think he is aware of the 
action of his subs., and I have every 
faith,that on his return when things 
are represented to him in the true 
light this grievance will be redressed 
as speedily as possible.

It the coopers are satisfied to take 
this dose lying down there will tie 
certainly no one to lift them up, and 
as they are in possession of nearly five 
hundred votes and every single vote 
as good as a herring packer’s they 
can shift the balance in an election in 
this city with the possibility of de­
feating two candidates of a Govern­
ment which denies them the rights 
granted to wealthy companies. Now 
Mr. Editor, you can plainly see that 
the injustice referred to works hard­
ships on a class who owing to this 
war, which has very unfavourably 
affected their business, find them­
selves in the position of the dog try­
ing to catch his tail with his mouth 
in haying a great difficulty to make 
both ends meet.
