THE WAR-

Up to the moment of

writing a strange silence

has descended upon the

news from Russia * just

when we would have ex-
pected full details. It is impossible
to imagine that our Allies have
ceased, or even paused in, their effort
which opened so promisingly. So far
as we know, Brzezany has not yet
fallen—it was too much to expect so
soon. But, as we have said before,
it is enough if we hear of fierce fight-
ing on the Russian front, for the vic-
tories - will come in time from the
mere process of engaging the enemy
with forces greatly superior in the
aggregate.

The resumption of the attack by the
Russians coincides with another dis-
finct: phase in the fighting to which
the messages have given too little
space. This is the great counter-
oiffensive of the Germans against the
French on the front covering Laon,
an offensive which is now declared by
the French War Office to have failed
utterly. Our Allies pronounce it the
greatest effort the enemy has put
forth since Verdun. Its collapse con-
tains the highest significance. Clear-
ly, Petain knows his business. Ni-
velle, whom he has replaced, forced
from the Germans positions of the ut-
most value, but at a cost even propor-
tionately "very high. Petain has de-
liberately “sat down” where he is and
let the Germans attack. They have
scarcely budged him. They were un-
der dire necessity of making the at-
tacks and Petain knew it. - They have
made them and 'in vain: The most
logical consequence .should now be
even greater pressure by the British
in the north and possibly another
French drive in this same sector. Par-
ticularly will this be so if the Rus-
sians do.not relax their efforts. We
can almost see. with our eyes the
tightening of the whole ring around
Germany. Another furious attempt to
break it has been thrown back and
the contraction will go on. The outer
circle will never be broken, but some
day the inner one will.

It is impossible to disregard the
seriousness of recent developments in
China. If fighting has not actually
occurred, it is imminent, and the con-

sequences of the whole of this Empire
possibly being involved in civil war
might be anything. The immediate
effect, in the direction of Japan, would
be bad enough, but.so far Japan has
not shown her hand in the actual con-
flict. TFortunately everything points
to its speedy termination, if nothing
unforesegn occurs, in the victory of
the * Republicans. General Chang
Hsun’s attempt to re-establish the
monarchy will almogt certainly fail.
President Ei is a. virtual prisoner in
Peking, but the ex-Premier Tuan Chi
Jui has put his influence at the head
of the Republican cause and himself
at the head of the troaps. It is there-
fore to be expected, and certainly hop-
ed, that the megsage is correct in pro-
phesying the failure of Chang Hsun's
coup d’' etat. But a Chinese civil war
is the last thing the world can afford
at the moment, and ‘86 far as the in-
fluence of the Entente. Powers will bg;’
of avail they will exert it to the ut.-
most to aveid such: a disaster.
Another feature.of the war is th
victory this morning of the suppo
ers of the Compulsory Service Bill b

for the Government, for the usual pax‘k
ty lines almost disappeared, many
prominent Liberals deserting their"
leader and voting for the “measure.
It is rather a victory for the patriots,
and a most heartening one. It fills up
the last great gap in the Empire solid- |
arity. There is still one left for New-
foundland to fill. Shall we fill it or
continue to boast a shameful inde-
pendence?

Municipal Couneil

Mayor Gosling presided at yester-

day’s meeting of the City Coynecil.
The Nfid. Cold Storage Fresh Fish
Co., Ltd., made application for a two
inch water service to their plant. The
daily supply of water would amount to
85,000 gallons.

The matter was handed to the So-
licitor who will report as to the obli-
gations of the Company and if the

building is liable t ocity; taxes.
Capt. H. A. Ross, of the Forestry

Regiment, asked that horses be sent to
remove debris from . the Parade
Ground,

The Engineer was instructed to have
the fence around the Parade Ground
painted.

J. Ellis requested the removal of
the gallery at the junction of Charlton
and Coronation Streets. The matter
rests with the Engineer whose de-
cission will be approved by the Coun-
cil.

A discussion took place over the
changing of the name of the section
of the street between Hamilton and
Springdale Streets which has, been
known as the continuation of LeMar-
chna Road.

The Council agrees that LeMarchant
Road now ends at the White House
and that Patrick Street continues from
there to Water Street. < ‘The: Couneil’s
Solicitor reports that at no time has
the disputed section hetween Hamilton
Street and Springdale. Street been
legally known as ‘the LeMarchant
Road.

The Mayor then addressed the meet-
ing as follows:—

As a result of several interviews

.with the Prime Minister, I beg to re-

port that he has undertaken to recom-
mend to the Legislative Committee
on the Charter the passing of an
amendment to the Old Act, which will
put in force those sections of the
Charter which make the owner liable
for the taxes which have heretofore
been paid by the occupier, and also

to adjust thé rate so that a discount

Ior‘ ten per cent. can be given for cash

payments. I have also specially re-
quested that these sections of the
Charter empowering the Council to
take such steps as may be necessary
to increase the supply of working-
men’s houses should also be passed,
and I understand that it will be con-
sidered. It is well to get at least
these sections passed, but. why the
whole Charter has not been dealt with
is not satisfactorily explained. The
Joint Committee of the Legislature

has not been called together sufficient- |
’more condection with the General

ly often to deal with the Bill, and pre-
sumably it will not be able to report
to the Legislature this session. The

harm that has been done to the City
of St. John’s by the delay kK of this
much-needed legislation is serious,
and sooner. or later-the citizens will
find it out, and will lay the blame up-
on the shoulders of those responsibie.
In reference to the finances of the
city. It will be remembered that a de-
ficit of $13,000 has accumulated during
the past two years. If the water and
sewerage rates.were paid by citizens
when due, there would be no defiicit.
and if the Charter had been  passed
in the 1918 session, as might easily
have been done, there is no question
but that the taxes would have been
better collected. More than that, the
improvement in the assessment ptro-
vided by the Charter would have re-
sulted in a considerable increase of
revenue from the better class houses.
In addition to the above,the Council
has asked for the (ollowlng increased
grants,

1. The cancellation of " the sectlon
of the Motor Car , Act. under which
half the taxes ‘codllected by 'the City
on Motors has to be paid to the Gov-
efnment, estimated at $2000. The
Colony gets 49 per cent. duty on every.
Motor Car, and &s a car lasts on an
average not over five years, it means

a contribution of from $50 to $500.00

per anumn by motor owners to the
general revenue of the Colony. The
Motor Car Tax is paid principally by
citizens - and ne part of ‘it should bé
taken for the general revenue of the
Colony.

Dog Taxes collected in the City. This
again is a purely local tax, paid by
citizens, and barely compensates the
City for the nuisance created by dogs
in the ecity.

tax of $4.00 for every Telephone in
use in the City. The justice of this
claim is so obvious that it hardly needs
argument. The Telephone - Company
has enjoyed a franchise in the City
and has used the City Streets for that
purpose. The City has been preclud-
ed from obtaining a tax from the
Company on the plea of rights under
the Anglo-American Telegraph Com-
pany’s charter. Some years ago the
Government placed this tax upon the
Telephone Company and appropriated
it to the general funds of the Colony.
It is extragedinary that citizens, or
the Municipal Council of the time,
should have permitted it to be done.
1t is a purely civic affair and has no

Revenue of the Colony than the Water
Rates. It would not really be too
much if the.Council requested that the
City should be credited with the whole
amount which has been collected, As
it is, the Council is asking for it for
the current year and for:the future.
¥ amounts to about $3,400.00 per an-
num.

4. In addition to the above amounts
the Council has asked that an addi-
tional tax should be levied of 50 per
cent. from motor car owners, and 10
per cent. on all Theatre Tickets, with
a minimum charge of one cent. This
taxation is required' to pay the in-
crease in wages and salaries of Citv
employees, and if it is not granted,
either .wages and salaries cannot be
increased or the work of the City
will have to be curtailed. The world
is in the throes of a great financial
readjustment of values, oeccasioned by
the enormous borrowings of the war-
ring nations. The currency has be-
come inflated and the value of money
has declined, bringing about a cor-
responding . atdvance* ini. commodities
and everything purchasaﬂe by mon-
ey, including labour. ®his is a
matter quite apart ~from advancing
prices occasioned by shortage of sup-
plies and increase of demand, also oc-
casioned by the War. l%eel that it is
the duty of the.Council #& see that the
employees of the City are: fairly treat-
ed and such advanges ‘made in their
wages d& the situation seems té war-
rant, and I trust tHat the Legislature
will see to it that the Ceuncil is em-
powered to increase its‘revenues for

this purpose.
