It was at his time 
that a crowd of alleged man croxded into 
the cab and begged Engineer Bery to un­
couple the train and carry them o safety, 
leaving the people in the cars b perish. 
They were summarily fired on' by the 
engineer, who could find no worm severe 
enough in speaking of them.
