Quebec, Sept. 17.—The scene at the| 
landing of the Duke and Duchess of 1 
Cornwall and York was brilliant in the 
extreme. Tickets of admission to the 
wharf were most jealously guarded, 
but the terraces and the glacis gave 
a splendid vantage point to the general 
public. As thy saw it, there were 200 
feet below two regular lines of blue­
jackets on one side and red and blue- 
coated marines on the other, with a 
strip of red carpet down the middle 
and groups of brightly uniformed mil­
itary and naval officers. Major-General 
O’Grady-Haly and staff were the first 
to arrive, and soon the ministers be­
gan to arrive. They were Hon. Senator 
Scott, Paterson, Borden, Mills, Suther­
land, Tarte, Fisher, Sir Louis Davies, 
Dobell, Martin, Bernier, Blair and 
Fielding.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier arrived with Lord 
Minto, who was attended by Capt.Gra­
ham, A. D. C., and Capt. Bell, A. D. C.

The first of the royal party to arrive 
were the ladies-in-waiting and the 
aides. As their royal highnesses left 
the ship, and in a steam launch cross­
ed the intervening strip of water, once 
more a salute of 21 guns boomed out 
from the ships and the citadel. As they 
reached the wharf, the troops came to 
the royal salute, and everyone stood 
at attention as the National Anthem 
was played.

His royal highness was wearing the 
full uniform of an admiral in the navy 
and the blue ribbon of the Garter and 
the stars of his other orders.

The duchess was clad entirely in 
black.
