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British Hold Their Positions In Ypres Region
CANADIANS FOUND COMRADE CRUCIFIED BY 'THE GERMANS

PROJECT HIS 
NOTH DIED

Sufficient Money To Buy the 
Property Named As Pos­
sible Site May Be Sub­
scribed by Aldermen Inter­
ested—Will Hold It For 
City Until Next January.

Although there will be no vote on the 
stockyards question on May 27, the pro­
ject is not yet dead. It is true that 
the option on the selected site will ex- j 
pire shortly, but those who are favor- i 
ing the scheme believe that sufficient j 
money will be subscribed by the aider- 
men themselves to purchase the pro- 
pert/and hold it 0 r the city until next 
January.

Just how this financing question will 
be worked out is not yet known. Aid. . 
<#eorg*> H. Haney, chairman of the 
stock vards committee, father of the 
scheme and the man who secured the 
options, is out of the city today, having 
left early this morning on a business 
trip to the east. After the council 
meeting last night, however, when the 
third reading of the bylaw to take the 
vote had been defeated, several offers 
were made by the aldermen, and even 
by controllers who opposed the scheme, 
to go down in their private pockets and 
make up the mor. ey necessary to buy 
the land.

Think Can Buy It.
*'I think that we will be able to buy 

the land all right,” declared Aid. C. H. 
Merryfleld, one of the members of the 
special committee who fought hard to 
secure the vote. Aid. Merryfleld was 
inclined to take a charitable view of the 
opposition to the vote.

"I think that the majority of those 
who voted against us last night were 
really In favor of the stockyards pro­
ject,” he . Informed The Advertiser. 
‘They thought, however, that it would, 

not be wise to spend the $1.500 required 
for a special election at this time. For 
my own part. I know, or I feel assured, 
that this $1.500 would have been speed­
ily made up to the citizens in general 
by the reduction In meat prices that 
would follow the establishment of a 
stockyards in this city.”

A Legal Impediment.
Although the purchase of the land 

by the aldermen themselves seems to 
he the only way that It can be held 
for the city, there is a legal impedi­
ment In the way ef it being success­
fully carried out. It is contrary *.o 
bylaw for any members of a council 
or city body to sell anything to the 
corporation while they are in office. 
It is only natural to suppose that some 
at least of the men who put their 
own money into the stockyards site 
will be returned to office next year. 
This will mean that some way will 
hare to be devised of selling the land 
to the city in a legal manner. It is 
claimed that the only way that this 
could be done would be for the al- 
deftnen to turn the property over to 
an outsider with the understanding 
that he In turn sell it to the city at 
cost price.

This self-possession of the British offi­
cers sometimes almost passes belief.

I sat at a table with officers of the 
flying corps recently, and they chatted 
about the most everyday things. But all 
this time they knew that one of their 
mess was up in th© air over th© German 
lines, within range of the German shap- 
nel and rifles. He came in soon after, 
and it wasn't until I noticed that they 
were slapping him on thp back with 
unusual cordiality, that I realized how 
well they had hidden their anxiety dur­
ing th© meal.

Great Air Efficiency.
Perhaps the height of efficiency of 

th© flying man was reached in the 
Battle of Neuve Chapelle. An aviator 
had been ordered to hover over a cer­
tain spot during the battle. If he saw 
movements in a certain plac© he was to 
send a certain signal to headquarters. 
It was a cold, cloudy morning on March 
10. The flying man took his place In 
th© sky and the battle was soon under 
way. He flew over the appointed spot 
and found a mist below him. He 
climbed down and down to catch a 
glimpse of the movements, if possible. 
He couldn't se© th© earth from a height 
greater than 400 feet, and so for over 
an hour he sped in a circle around the 
spot.

London, May 5.—The Russian reports 

concerning the recent fighting in West­
ern Galicia are being accepted by Brit­
ish military critics as reducing the Ger­
man claims of victory in this battle to 
more just proportions. Following his 
custom. Grand Duke Nicholas, com- 
mander-in-chlef in the field, has not 
hesitated to admit a reverse and con­
firms the German statement that his an­
tagonists have succeeded in breaking 
across the Dunajec River. But th» 
grand duke adds that he is holding 
them fast on t! e bank of this stream, 
and he seems to intimate that he has 
little anxiety concerning the ultimate 
outcome of the fierce fighting, which 
has been going on in this region for a 
week past.

London’s Opinion.
Observers in London are of the opin 

ion that the fact that the Russians have 
not been diverted from their objective 
elsewhere, and that the battles In the 
Stry region continue with unabated en­
ergy. is good evidence that the situation 
of the Russians is not so critical as has 
been painted, and the idea is being ad­
vanced In London that political reasons 
may have had some.hing to do with the 
huge importance attached to this suc­
cess by the German and the Austrian 
governments in their official communi­
cations concerning it.

British Line Strengthened.
It is admitted that the readjustment 

of the British fine in Flanders, with the 
consequent abandonment of several po­
sitions east of Ypres, marks the extent 
of the advantages won by Germany 
from her victory between Ypres and 
Dixmude. By straightening this line, 
however. Sir John French, the British 
commander-in-chief, has cut off a sali­
ent which threatened military disad­
vantage should the Germans attempt 
another thrust with the reinforcements 
said to be rushing through Belgium. 
All the German attacks thus far. ac­
cording to both the British and the 
French official statements, have been 
shattered on this new line.

Progress at Dardanelles.
The news from Gallipoli is considered 

reassuring, setting forth as it does that 
the Allies have made good the positions 
gained after the first fierce onslaughts 
upon the Turks during the landing oper­
ations. Subsequent German and Turk­
ish attacks have been repulsed with 
heavy losses to the Ottoman forces, 
who gradually are being pushed in a 
northerly direction.

The German submarine campaign in 
the waters of the United Kingdom 
shows no signs of a let-up. The list 
of vessels sent, to the bottom lengthens

Mothers, wives, sweet­
hearts and daughters will join us in ! 
sending these boys to keep the old flag 
of liberty afloat, and crush the hydra­
headed monster of German tyranny.”

Militia Department Has Message Confirming the Report- 
Fighting Brisk, But Casualties Not Believed 

To Be Heavy.

(Special To The Advertiser.)
Ottawa, May 5.—That the Canadians have 

been at it again is confirmed by the militia de­
partment. The message which has come inti­
mates that, while the fighting was brisk, it was 
by no means on the scale of the Langemarck bat­
tle. The Canadian casualties in the most recent 
affair are not likely to be heavy compared with 
the previous losses.

GERMANS SUFFERED HEAVILY. 
(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, May 5.—Cables received at the 
militia department today confirm last night’s 
cable announcement that the Canadians have 
again been in action. Few details are given, 
save that the action was nothing of the propor­
tion of that at Langemajck and that the casual­
ties are light, though the Germans in gaining 
ground suffered heavily. Poisonous gases were 
again employed against the Canadians.

NO CAUSE FOR DEPRESSION. 
Discussing the recent fighting, Major-Gen­

eral Hughes said today: "That is what the Can­
adians were sent over for. I see no cause for 
depression. The Germans admit they lost 12,000 
killed alone, without mentioning wounded, while 
our total casualties are only 6,000. The mag­
nificent fight of our boys against such over­
whelming odds and against stupifying gases ut­
terly amazes me."

‘‘The British are clinging tenaciously 
to a group of villages and hamlets in 
this corner, although at several points 
they are subjected to a flanking fire 
from the enemy in the positions be­
tween Gravenstafe! and southward to 
ward Zonnebeke.

"Troop movements in Belgium indi 
cate the Germans are sending all avail­
able reinforcements to this small zone 
of fighting in a desperate attempt to 
push back the British from the line 
which, if held, threatens to prevent, the 
endmy from reaping the advantage from 
the ground captured in last week’s ad­
vance."
