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ONTARIO LABOR PARTY
OPENS ITS CONVENTION

Resolutions on Agenda Paper Indorse International Movement
For Smaller Armaments, Oppose Mussolini Regime,
and Oppose French in Ruhr.

EXERT BIG EFFORT FOR PROVINCIAL UNION

The fourth annual convention of
the Ontario branch of the Canadian

jLabor Party opened in the lccal
Labor Temple this morning, with
delegates present from Toronto,
Hamilton, Kingston and Port Dover,
jand many more expected on after-
noon trains, The morning session was
devoted to registration.

Following are the resolutions te be
.considered by the convention:

“Realizipg the gravity of the out-
look in the world, viz., hunger, un-
'employment and social unrest so far
as the working classes are concerned,
‘,a.nd recognizing that these symptoms
‘are the outcome of the late war and
ithat a return to even normal condi-
tions is impossible as long as the
jbanks and big financial interests and
corporations continue to exploi: the
people, and,

“Further, realizing that the war
.debts of the world and huge arma-
'ments are paralyzing our industria!
system-inflating prices and generally
}retardling recovery, and,

“Whereaf, the wages paid to Labor
have been deflated so that in many
cases the standard of living is below
pre-war times, this convention, re-
presenting working class interests in
Ontario, resolves to unite with the
International labor movement of
the world in bringing pressure upon
'the respective governments to reduce
armaments and war debts: First, by
drastic reductions in estimates for
armies and navies; secondly, by a
levy on all wealth, with limitatios and
gradations; thirdly, by limiting in-
terest and profit.

“We further urge the conservation
of all natural elements, such as
'lands, minerals and water power at
present in the hands of the provin-
cial and federal governments, and
that any future exploitation be un-
dertaken by them for the common
benefit.”

Against Deportation.

“Whereas, during the war a most
jpernicious statute was passed with-
Put proper time and deliberation, al-
‘;’oowlng British subjects to be de-
fjported from a British country on
charges of sedition, without trial, and
ifurther that said act is se foolish that
if enforced during an election it
‘would mean the depoftation of kalf
the geople of Canada;

“Therefore, be it resolved that this
convention urgently press our two
J.abor members to insist on the re-
moval of this iniquitous legislation
from the statute books, as being an
yinsult to a free country and an af-
front to every British subject enter-
ing Canada.” =

Fears Mussolini.

“That the Canadian Government,
having repeatedly stated its belief in
constitutional government and being
a supporter of the League of Nations,

this convention views with grave con-
cern’the action of Mussolini and his
bands of mercanaries in Italy; that
the Canadian Government has
watched in silence the burning and
looting of co-operative and trades
union societies and the murder
of peaceful citizens by this political
thug, and has taken no steps to pre-
vent this reign of terror, with the
exception of negotiating a trade pact,
this convention strongly advises the
government to cease to have any
further dealings with Mussolini and
his assassins.”

Against Ruhr Movement.

‘“Whereas a state of affairs has
arisen in Europe and is endangering
the peace of the world, i. e, our ally
France is seeking to force payments
from a defeated and bankrupt enemy,
Germany, and this being contrary to
the spirit of the League of Nations,

' therefore be it resolved that this con-

vention communicate with officials
of labor and their representatives in
France that Canadian Labor views
with alarm the attitude of the French
in the Ruhr and would beseech the
French workers to do all in their
power to avoid further bloodshed
which will impede human progress.”

To Consolidate Effort.

“In view of the fact that a provin-
cial election will be held this year,
and the first effort of a Labor group
in the house will be on trial before
the electorate, this convention in-
structs its executive to make every
effort to consolidate the Labor forces
throughout the province to use every
dollar and every man available to
put on an intensive campaign of or-
ganization, to sound every affiliated
local on the possibility of a subscrip-
tion to a common fund for organiza-
tion work.

A determined effort must be made
to have the affiliation of the Inde-
pendent Labor party so that we shall
have a solid force to withstand the
forces that will be arranged against
us in the coming fight.

Opposes All War.

“Whereas, an international cam-
paign through organized workers is
being waged against war, and where-
as, the Dominion Trades Congress
has indorsed same and desires to
support it, afid in view of the fact
that conditions in Europe, notably on
the Ruhr and in Turkey, are such
as to cause grave concern, and pos-
sibly again draw this country into
war, be it resolved that this con-
vention indorse the actlon of the
Dominion Trades Congress and urge
immediate action on the part of all
workers, either in the industrial or
political fleld, to create strong public
opinion against recourse to arms and
make the anti-war campaign one of
the foremost points in our propa-
ganda.’

T0 ACCEPT SAME RATE
AS PUBLLC SCHOOLS

Separate School Board Will
Not Ask For Higher
Figure.

HEALY TAKES LEAD

N ELECTION FgHT
OF BORDER TOWNS

Both Candidates Racing at Top
Speed Nearing Home
Stretch.

LIBERALS CONFIDENT

Senator McCoig Scores Attitude
of Conservative Supporters
During Campaign.

Windsor, Ont., Feb. 24.—The last
lap of the North Essex by-election
finds both candidates racing .at top
speed and nearing the home stretch.
It is generally conceded that Albert
Healy, the Liberal hope, will arrive
at the political tape a comfortable
space ahead of Col. Sydney Robin-
son.

A number of meetings held in the
riding yesterday by the Liberals
were remarkable for the enthusiasm
they created. Senator Archie Me-
Coig and the candidate himself took
a vitriolic fling at the misdeeds of
the Conservative opposition, and re-
viewed the perfildy and unstatesman-
like tactics of Conservative support-
ers during the campaign.

Senator Blondin, who was here yes-
terday in the interests of Col. Robin-
son, was denounced for his alleged
assertion that he would “shoot a hole
through the British flag.” Staunch
denials were made by local Con-
servatives, but Alex. Simmers, Paul
Mercier and other Healy henchmen,
have Senator Blondin’s utterances
down in print, which they read to the
electors as proof of his unpatriotic
attitude.

Women Gather.

Yesterday a large assembly of wo-
men gathered at the committee rooms.
Senator McCoig addressed the meet-
ing and dwelt on the question of
taxation, the burden of which he
charged to the extravagance of old
Conservative regime. In previous
speeches, Senator McCoig said his
adversaries were bringing into theiy
campaign the héary cry of Quebec
domination and chaffed them for fail-
ing to show more originality. If they
expected to get.a solitary vote on the
race and religion quéstion they would
be singularly disappointed, he said.

Meetings were staged at St. Francis
Hall, S8andwich Town Hall and other
sections of the constituency. Ex-
Mayor McKee of Sandwich and Mr.
Donnelly contributed to the program
with short prophecies of Liberal suc-
cess and general eulogies of the pres-
ent government. At River Canard
school Paul Mercier, Senator McCoig
and Albert Healy reiterated .stories
of Conservative misconduct before a
large audience.

Bracken To Speak. \

This evening Liberal enthusiasts
will congregate at Elmstead to hear
R. L. Bracken, M. P. P., Alex Sim-
mers, and the candidate. Premier
Mackenzie King will be on hand
Tuesday evening with the Hon. Ernest
Lapointe to speak before two meet-
ings in Windsor and one at Ford. On
Monday there will be a meeting at
Sandwich East Town Hall

The Liberal candidates line of ar-
gument is a general summary of the
requirements of the riding, the rail-
way situation and public ownership.
He said the government was making
a businesslike attempt to make the
Canadian National Railways pay and
every Canadian should give it a fair
chance.. By procuring Sir. Henry
Thornton to direct the destinies of
the great system they have achieved
a master stroke of judgment, he said.
He urged the border municipalities
to get together on the project of pur-
chasing water front territories now
occupied by the railroads for shipping
purposes. The outcome of such as-
tion would be of tremendous benefit
to the Border Cities, he stated, giving
ample place for shipping. In the
event of the plan materializing, the
railroads would be laid on the outside
of the towns, thus giving an equal
amount of service and the same con-
venience enjoyed at the present time.

Hold Two Meetings.

Yesterday Col. Robinson and his
strong men staged two meetings at
Riverside, at which Walker Whiteside,
Dr. Paul Poisson, Dr. Morand and
Senator Blondin addressed the .electors.

Think Harem

of Moon God

Uncovered At Ancient Ur

Stone V ase Reveals Carving Believed To Have Been Done Over
Two Thousand Years Before Christ.

Associated Press Despatch.

London, Feb. 24.—Brick walls, believ-
ed to have been erected 36 centuries
before the Christian era, have been dis-
covered among the ruins recently un-
earthed at Ur, the Chaldean city, ac-
cording to a Bagdad despatch to the
Times. The correspondent quotes C.
L. Woolley, leader of the archaeological
expedition, as saying that the ruins
comprise the temple of the moon god
and his consort, part of which were
brought to light in 1918.

The discoveries in that year uncov-
ered the bachelor quarters of the god,
while the ruins now found are believed
to have been his ““harem.” A fragment
of a stone vase has been dug out, upon
which i{s a representation of the moon
and this goddess receiving the adoration
of worshipers. The carving is believed

to have been done 2,000 years before
Christ,

The excavators also discovered in the
inner room of the tempie some jeweiry
of the period of Nebuchadnezzar, who
rebuilt the shrine in the sixth century
before Christ, carefully preserving the
original plan. Many alabaster vases
and inscribed door sockets have been
found, One of the latter bears the in-
ceription  “Bursin.”’

A Bagdad despatch to the Times says
an agreement has been reached with
the Irak authorities, providing that
half the anclent treasures found at Ur,
on the Lower Euphrates, shall remain
the property of the Irak kingdom, and
be used to found a Bagdad museum.
The other half will be divided between
the British and United States bgranches
of the expedition.

ALDERMEN DENY
THEY ARE BOUND
BY MAYOR'S PLAN

Council Members Declare They
Were Not Elected Pledged
to His Platform.

DEFINITE STATEMENT

When Mayor's Ideas Are in the
City's Interests, He Will
Get Support.

‘Were the members of the city coun-
cil elected upon the same, platform
as Mayor Wenige? What is their at-
titude: relative to the latter's in-
augural address?

This is how his worship sums up
the situation: “I'm under the : im-
pression that they were elected on
my platform. It’s my opinion that
they received a general mandate from
the people.”

“Here's the whole situation in a
nutshell. First, it was the largest voie
ever polled in the history of the city.
That shows that the people were in
earnest about the matter. and certain-
ly interested, as never before, in mu-
nicipal affairs.”

“In the second instance, they turn-
ed down all the money bylaws, indi-
cating in no uncertain manner that
they desired a policy of economy and
retrenchment.”

“Then they elected eight new al-
dermen with big majorities, while the
old councillors just slipped in, In the
majority of instances.”

“To my mind that showed ths peo-
ple wanted me to have new bloo@ in
the council to work with me, and by
the defeat of the money proposals
they evidently wished to remove all
obstacles from the path. They want-
ed me to have a clear road.”

WIFE AND VICTIM MEET
AT HOSPITAL BEDSIDE

Visited by Wife and

Last Survivor of Famous Light Brigade, Now on His Deathbed,

Children as His Final

Hours Approach. ’

A TYPICAL SOLDIER, EVER OF GOOD CHEER

Early last evening at Victoria Hos-
pital, a little, old lady stood beside
the deathbed of her hero husband,
and between kisses smothered on him
with her trembling lips, implored him

not to die.

The little, old lady was Mrs. Augus-
ta Shaw, and the dying man, for
whose life she vainly pleaded, was
Thomas W. Shaw, last survivor of the
Charge of the Light Brigade. '

Seen by The Advertiser yesterday
morning, Mrs. Shaw, an inmate of
the Protestant Aged People’s Home,
wrung her hands in anguish because
she had no money to pay for a taxi
that would carry her to see her dying
husband. In the afternoon an Ad-
vertiser representative drove a motor
car to the Richmond street institu-
tion and gratified the old lady’'s wish.
Escorted through the corridors and
into the men’'s public ward, rs.
Shaw whispered hopefully: “I know
he will get better.”

Drawing back the white curtains
that screened her hero, Mrs. Shaw
saw the mark of death upon his face,
uttered a queer little cry and fell,
in tears, across the withered form.

“Oh, oh,” was all she sald as she
kissed him.

There was drama in that quiet
scene—drama profound!

Then and Now.

Seventy years ago, a hot-blooded
English vouth of 22 had galloped in
joyous gallantry with his companions
across a plain of death into the Rus-
sian guns. And now he lay there—
gaunt features, wasted body, wan-
dering mind, his only link with the
colorful past' the - feeble, broken-
hearted old lady whose thin arms
sought now to clutch him back from
the shadows.

Drama in that scene, and pathos—
pathos so touching that one felt
moved to close again the white cur-
tains and leave these two poor old
people alone together gat,their jour-
ney's end.

But the little, old lady said no.

“Please stay,” she said. “You have
been very good to me.”

The son and daughter, who were
brought to the bedside with their
mother, stood back reverently, seek-
ing to control their sorrow

After an interval of silence, broken
only by little heartrending sobs, son
and daughter lifted her tenderly.

“Don’t you know me, Tom?’ she
asked piteously, holding out her arms
as she searched for some sign cf rec-
ognition in the faded eves. “Dorn’t
you know me?”

But the old man was past knowing
anyone. He ruttered unintelligent-
ly and his chest heaved conwulsively.
The old lady clutched the sleeve of
her son, Tom jr., and whispered
hoarsely in his ear, “He’s worse, Tom.
He’s worse.”

“You might as well know, mother.”
Tom said, softly. “Father's dying. He
can't live more than a few days at
most.”

“You must not die, Shaw,” the old
lady pleaded, in choking voice. “Oh,
Shaw, i

“What shall I do, Tom? Oh, what

shall T do?’ she cried, wringing het
hands hopelessly.
Wifely Worries.

‘When the shock of fully realizing
her husband’s condition had passed,
the old lady commenced to worry
about the funeral. .

“Where shall we get the money,
Tom?” she questioned her son. -
want to give him a good burlal. 1
want to be true to him 'till the very
last.” :

“Don’t worry, mother,” he assured
her. “If T have to sell every stick of
furniture to get the money, Dad's
going to have a decent funeral.”

“You poor boy,” the mother said,
weeping. “You poor, dear boy.”

The old lady then kissed her hus-
band a long farewell, and slowly left
the ward on the arm of her son.

“The old darling,” she sobbed. “The
dear, old darling.
him again.”

In a daze Mrs. Shaw was bundled
into the car awaiting her. The Ad-~
vertiser representative told her she
need not worry about the funeraj. He
felt sure that money would be found
for her valiant husband’s burial.

“Do you think so?"’ she said, and her
eyes brightened. “I'm so glad—so glad
for that.”

She embraced her scn and daughter,
and the car sped back to the Aged
People’s Home. On the way Mrs. Shaw
Teminisced on her husband’s life. She
referred with emotion to the kindness
and hard luck of her son Tom. He had
fourteen children, five of whom were
dead, and he had not been able to pro-
oure werk for months.

Nearing Her Own End.

The old lady had been trying to get
in touch with her daughter Maude, who
lives just outside the city. She wanted
her to visit her aged father, but owing’
to impassable snowdrifts, Maude has
not as yet been informed of the dyving
man’s condition.
