The following plan is given in a commu 
nicati on to Nature as a simple method of 
studying wave motion:—

Take a piece of cardboard about three 
feet long and eighteen inches broad. Fut 
this into the tin drum of a “zoctrope," pres 
sing the card well against the interior of the 
drum, so that it stands up forming a card 
board cylinder. Maks a lead pencil mark 
where the inside fold of card comes, and you 
have the right size of the cardboard to form 
the cylinder. Divide now the length of the 
cardboard into twelve equal strips. On 
each strip paint dots representing the wave 
you want to study, taking care that each 
wave is represented one-twelfth behind its 
predecessor. Lastly, cut out twelve slits, 
about eight inches by one-quarter inch, be- 
tween each représenta ion of the wave; re- 
store t he card to the drum of the zoetrope, 
and then turning the cylinder and observing 
through the slits, the’ wave is seen, as the 
cylinder revolves, to advance with its char- 
acteristic motion, while by stopping ont all 
but one of the particles represented, the ex 
act character of its oscillation, whether 
circular, elliptical or linear, is clearly seen.
