TARGET PRACTICE.

HOW THE SOLDIER I8 DRILLED IN
AIMING AND POINTING.

Facts C g “Sight Yo
Misses Sure to Be Made tn Palling Off
the Plece—Gallery Firing— Vari-
ous Other Difficulties.

[Cor. 8t. Louis Globe-Democrat.]

The target season in the United States
army extends throughout the year, win-
ter and summer alike, during which time
the soldier is eternally drilled in aiming
end polnling, in estimating distances by
Puing and by sight, in gallery practice
ndoors at reduced targets and reduced
ranges, and in the fleld before the butts at
all distances. The regular 't t  season
begins about May 1, and ends about Oct.
-81,; when the new target year actually be-
gins.  Buppose we commence with the re-
cruit on Nov. 1 and carry him through
the regular course of training necessary to
make a good shooting machine of him
which ends Oct 381 of the succeeding

ear.
b It constantly happens that men detached
from the main y of the army are called
upon to determine for themselves their
distance from an object to be fired at. Ex-
ience abundantly proves that soldiers,
y continued practice, may learn to esti-
mate distances up to 600 and 800 yards
with considerably accuracy by simple,
rapid observation. KEvery soldier is sup-
to have good eyesight; he, there-
ore, after a little practice in sight-esti-
mating, learns the following facts:

At 80 yards the white of man's eyes is
plainly seen, and the eyes themselves up
10 80 yards.

At 100 yards all parts of the body are
seen distinctly, slight movements are per-
ceptible, and the minute details of the un-
iform can be distinguished.

At 150 yards the brass buttons on the
blouse cau siill, be separately distin-
guished. i

“'At 200 yards ‘the outlines of the face
are confused, and the rows of brass but-
tons look like yellow stripes.

At 800 yards the "buttons are no longer
visible.

At 400 yards the face is a mere dot, but
sll movements of the legs and arms are
still distinct.

A 800 yards details can no longer be
distinguished, though the files of a squad,
if the light be strong, can be counted.

At 800 yards the men in a squad can
not always be counted, nor their individ-
ual movements distinguished.

At 1,000 yards a line of men simply re-
semble a broad belt; the direction og their
march can, however, be readily deter-
mined.

At 1,200 yards infantry can be distin-
guished from cavalry.

At 2,080 yurds a mounted man looks
like a mere speck or dot.

These estimating drills are at first con-
ducted on smooth, level country, and
afterward on, rough ground. »

The abov@ drills are supplemented a
little later in the seasor. by skirmish prac-
tice, when the soldiers are advanced or
returned on a run before a line of targets
the size of men Iying down, kneeling, and
standing, when they load and fire at the
sound of a bugle, depending entirely upon
their own judgment as to what tance
they happen to be from the ‘objects fired
at. It teaches them to be quick and ob-
serving, and, above all, to depend en-
tirely upon themselves for the manpula-
tion of their sights and the handling of
their pieces. The estimating distance
drills are usually kept up for two months,
whe‘n thes;)laler is {lioed indoors at
aiming, pointing, pulling the trigger.
