Ten Million Dollars.

New York, June 30.—The four great
piers on the North German Lloyd line,
in Hoboken, were totally destroyed by
fire this afternoon, The large passenger
steamship Saale, the large freight and
passenger steamer Bremen, and the
Main, a large passenger ‘and freight
steamer, of the North German Lloyd
line, were burned to the water’s edge.
The Hamburg-American line steamship
Phoenicia, a passenger steamier, was also
burned to the water’s edge.

Campbell’s storage warehouses, on the
opposite side of the street, five big build-
ings in all, and each five stories high, are
now blazing with intense fury and they
are doomed. The loss at the present time
is roughly estimated at $10,000,000. One
of the @ampbell warehouses alone was
valued at $1,500,000.

The 'Kaiser Wilhelm - der Grosse,
which just came in to-day, was saved,
though badly scorched at the bow. The
Saale and the Phoenicia = were towed
down to the Jersey flats, blazing furious-
ly and were left to their destruction,
An estimate of the loss of life cannot
be given. Shortly after the fire started,
a score or more of men were picked up
in the river, badly burned. 'When the
Bremen, Phoenicia and Saale were .in
the. stream, men were seen at the port-
holes waving theih har

This vessel had
only arrived ip the morning, and some of
the passengers were still’ on board, and
when the cry of fire ‘'was raised a num-
ber of them were seen to run to the burn-
ing decks. Most of them jumped over-
board, and, save for the few who were
picked up by the tugs, not one has been
heard from, although every hotel and
hospital in the city of Hoboken is crowd-
ed with injured. Some of the passen-
gers of the Main tried to escape to the
pier, and it was almost certain that they
perished in the flames. " There was &
general panic on each of the ships.
They were clinging to the piers and even
to the rudders of the burning vessels.
Some were picked 'up; many were’
drowned. :

Peter Quinn, a justice of the peace in
Hoboken, tells a story of having seen at
least thirty people perish. He said:

About 200 people were rescued at the
‘Hamburg-American line pier. They
were much overcome from exhaustion,
but were soon revived with stimulants.

- hundred feet of hose burned. Calls were

made to the New York fire department
for assistance, and a fire boat was sent
over.

Lloyd were the Saale, a single screw
passenger staamer, of 4,965 gross ton-
nage, the Bremen, a twin serew passen-
ger and freight steamer, of 10,526 tons,
and theé Main, a twin screw freight and
passenger steamer, o0f 11,500 tons. They
all caught fire and. burned to the water’s
edge. The Kaiser: Wilhelm der Grosse,
which had just come-in, was the only one
of the four big vessels at the dock that

escaped. The loss of crews of these
veseels is said to reach 100.

7The fire was first discovered by.the
watchman on the pier. At 4 o’clock he
saw a small stream of flame shoot from
a bale of cotton on Pier No. 2, at which
was docked the steamer Saale.
