After arranging for the accommo- 
dation of delegates, the secretary read 
a paper on Farm Chemistry. After 
an introduction showing the advan- 
tages of New Brunswick over other 
countries, especially the West and 
North West, the need of better inform- 
ation in regard to our Province, and 
other subjects, he proceeded to the dis- 
cussion of farm chemistry.

SECOND DAY.

After routine the subject of under 
draining was taken up, Mr. O. E. 
Flewwelling reading a paper thereon.

Messrs. H. Trueman and Pender 
spoke on the subject, its importance, 
and the necessity of the Government 
encouraging it, as is done in the old 

country.
Mr. Peters thought underdraining 

pays the farmer as well as any labor 
on the farm. In stone drains he much 
prefers small stones or good gravel; 
but it is a waste to use large stones. 
Care must be taken in putting them 
in properly.

Mr. W. W. Fawcett spoke on the 
value of surface drains.

Mr. Hoben spoke of a system of 
draining used by some in his locality, 
of putting a tamarac pole in the centre 
of the drain and flat stones on top, 
making a lasting and double drain.

Mr. Thomas O'Donnell referred to 
the value of surface draining on his 
farm. Some land that was fenced in 
to keep the cattle from swamping is 
now in condition to plough and mow 
all over. But no doubt draining would 
be preferable where practicable.

Mr. R. E. McLeod, of Sussex, urged 
the necessity of good outlets, and 
where such were available, under- 
draining was far ahead of surface

our advancement—one, the failure of 
the wheat and potatoe crop between 
1845 and 1850, the other, the attrac- 
tion of our rich neighbor to the south 
of our young men. Farmers labor 
under one disadvantage compared to 
many of manufactures—that they 
have to keep their implements idle a 
large part of the year. Besides, im- 

proved machinery has made labor 
higher.

In several cases fashionably 
bred calves have rebelled against their 
fashionable feeding, having evidently 
been cloyed, and as a last resort they 
have been turned out to ANC- 
thomeelve. b.

Almost without exception such calves 
have developed grand milking quai- 
ities, but of course under limitations 

of breed and other influences, though 
they are of the undersized. Of course 
no humane dairy man would think of 

turning young calves out to grass 
without suitable feed and plenty of it, 
but he should with equal care avoid 

the very extreme of quality and leave 
the feeding of concentrated food to 
the breeders of beef animals. The 

coarsest and lightest food esives can 
have, if nutritious and digestable, is 
the best. The larger the pounch the 

better. Growing and not fattening 
food is the best for all young dairy 
eattle. The young animal should 

always be kept growing, but it should 
never be fattened. No cow was over 
no. good for the dairy after having 
been fattened.

Upon this point some dairymen of 
wide experience have greatly modified 
their views.

A prevalent theory in regard to 
feeding young dairy stock is that they 
may be fed anything that is good for 

the milk-giving cow, and it is often 
argued as a sequence that such foods 
as corn-meal and cotton-seed-meal 
may be safely and profitably fed. 
There is no doubt but that the theory 
is better than its application. What 
may or may not be the effect of these 
feeds upon the cow or her products 
is not under consideration at this time. 
It may be that some of the popular 
theories on that question are at fault 
but it is certain that neither of the 
articles named, nor any similar one, 
and proper food for growing stock 
except it may be on some occasion 
when temporarily out of condition.— 
Live Stock Monthly.

Feeding Pigs for Fattening.

An error quite prevarent among 
farmers and others in feeding and 

fattening pigs, which often leads to 
disappointing results, is the notion that 
the pig thrives best and fattens faster 
upon the most concentrated food, and 
does not require bulk in its food to 
promote health All are aware that 
corn or corn meal alone, with water, 
is not a wholesome ration for the 
horses or ox, but think that the pig is 
so differently constituted that bulk in 

food is not essential. A greater error 
could hardly be conceived. In the 
natural, wild state the pig, as well as 

the borse and ox, is accustomed to 
bulky, less concentrated food, which 
seems to have been forgotten, and he 
is plied with concentrated food from 
weaning age till slaughtered, except 
in perhaps certain cases where econo- 
my or parsimony is studied. From 
these exceptional cases lessons ought 

to have been learned that there is a 
better way in feeding than giving 
only the most, concentrated food. I 

have seen pigs fed, some on only meat 
with water, and others with meal 

mixed with other and bulky food, and 
have inevitably found the latter the 
most healthy and always ready to eat 
when their food was offered, and no 
waste occurred. Where the pigs were 
fed with meal alone and drink, the 

pigs after awile seemed to become 
cloyed and ate less heartily, often 
wasting much of their feed.

Theory indicates, to my mind, that 
meal fed alone goes into the stomach 
in the state of dough, so that the gas- 

trie juice cannot penetrate the mass 
to perform its office properly, while 
the more bulky substance mixed with 
the meal acts as a divisor, permitting 
the gastric juice to pass through and 
digest it rapidly. Clear meal being 

so slowly digested, lying so long in 
the stomach, creates disturbances and 
fever in the system, while the pigs 
fed with more bulky food are always 
healthy, lively and ready for their 
food. Pigs fed on meal alone are less

When we consult the chemist he 
tell us what analysis decides; but 
when we compare actual results we 
find that there is something that 
chemistry fails to reveal. We find it 
thus in many of our farm operations. 
Science, while throwing much light 
on our every day occupations, must 
have the aid of experience to demon- 
strate perfectly. The two never clash, 
but assist each other. Actual ex- 
perience demonstrates that corn and 
cob meal is superior in feeding value 
to whole corn; not that the same 
weight of each contains the same 
nutriment, but that there is some fac- 
tor which lies below the surface, and 
that factor I think I explained in the 
foregoing.—Country Gentleman.
