OIL EXPLOSION AT Plrzoznq, =

A Boiler Blown fo Plcoss—Narrow Escape
of Two Men, e
Loxpox, Oct. 8,—A lsrge boiler full
oil on the premises of the Imperial oil com-
pany, Petrolea, exploded Saturday, doing
considerable damage. Mk, Herman Frasch,
chemist of the company, and Mr.J. R.
Minhinnick of this city had a very narrow
escape, having just stepped from in front of
the boiler as the explosion took place. The
boiler was an old one, which had been in
disuse recently. A short time ago it was
turned over to the boilermakers for repai
and on completion of these they guaran
it to stand a pressure of seventy-
five pounds. It was &t up on
trestles, just outside the boiler-house of
the imperial oil company, where it was con-
nected with.the boilers. On Saturday Mr,
Frasch, who is the chemist of the com-
pany, had the boiler filled wi oﬂ,m
proceaded to ‘make the ysusl tests.
pressure reached ‘sbont sixty-five’

guaranteed to stand—and Mr. Fiasch and
Mr. Minhinnick had drawn s quantity for
a test, and were stepping into an adjoining
roum when a terrific explosion took place,
and the two men saw a boiler, weighing
many thousand pounds, swept over the spot
where a2 moment betore they had both been
standing. It seems that there was some
defect, which was not discovered by the re-
pairers, and which was the direct cause of
the explosion. The head of the boiler was
blown 200 feet into an adjoining derrick,
cutting through pipes, beams and every-
thing with which it came in contact. The
rest of the boiler was carried 100 fie% for
ward, over the spct where Messrs., Frasch
and Minhinnick had just left. The oil was
scatterel in all directions and instantly
caught fire, totally destroying the roof of
the boiler house, The e will amount
to $600 or $700. Messrs. Minhinnick and
Frasch returned to this city Saturday even-
ing, both thankful for their narrow escape.
