THE FRARFUL FLOODS,

Meartrending Scemes of Death, Poverty
and Distress—Aid Urgently Wanted.

WHEELING, Feb. 12.—All the toney
subscribed for the relfef of sufferers by the
flood has been spent, and supplies sent
here are consumed as fast asreceived. The
homeless are on short allowance. Appeals
from neighboring towns are also coming
in. The relief committee is powerless to
help them, The state of affairs is heart-
rending.

The river has fallen steadily. The num-
ber of destitute is materially reduced, but
there are several thousand still dependant
on the relief committee, principally
women, children and old men. Since the
flood receded a peculiar phenomenon is
noticed at Powhatan. Sand and waterare
thrown to a considerable height there by
three regular geysers.

SALISBURY’S MOTION CENSURING
GLADSTONE CARRIED.

—_—

A Debate in the House of Commons—The
Premier Cheered—Northeote’s Resolu-
tionNot Yet Disposed of.

Loxpox, Feb. 12.—In making a motion
of censure in the house of lords to-day, the
marquis of Salisbury said the news would
now run through the whole Mohammedan
world that England had been defeated
again and again, and was now being hunted
-out of Egypt. England’s name would be a
legacy of hatred and contempt to the Egyp-
tians. He exhorted the lords not to be ac-
complices in this dishonor.

Earl Granville said the policy of the gov-
ment would not be directed according to
the articles in foreign journals. England
and India had no interest in the Soudan,

nor indeed had Egypt any permanent in-
terest in that country. Since the defeat of
Baker Pasha it had been altogether impos-
sible to relieve Sinkat. The goveinment
had no intention of annexing Egypt. It
would remain there simply long enough to
secure a stable government.

The Marquis of Salisbury’s motion was

carried by vete 181 to 81.
Sir ‘Stafford Northcote made im the
house of commons to-day a motion of cen-
sure similar to the Marquis of Salisbury’s
in the house of lords. He said Eggpt had
not received the support from England she
had ever{ right to expect.

Mr. Gladstone in rising to reply was
greeted with lond and prolonged cheers.
He denied there had beenjany vaccillation
or inconsistency in the government’s Egyp-
tian policy. The situation in Egypt was
not a situation which the present govern-
ment created. It was one which they had
found. He said 4000 men had been or-
dered to Sunakim and that General Gordon
had a plan of his own for extricating the
§arrisons and restoring the country to its
ormer pacific condition.

Gladstone said that Gen. Gordon’s plan
would restore the former rulers to their
ancestral power, which had been

THE GARRISON OF SINKAT 'CAP-

A Band of Famished Mem Meet Their

Asa humanist |
he acknowl d the great claims of science
as put forward by such writers as Huxley,
but he claimed that human nature had
other and higher needs. Those who were
most bitter against the humanists were
loud against the study of Greek, but if the
Greek literature was the most perfect the
world had seen it would not cease to be
studied.

TAYLOR AND MORRTSON SUSTAIN A
" - "'Loss or $50,000.

© Davies’ Packing Factory BScorched—
Grand Trunk Cars Consumed—The In-
About 9 o’clock last night a fire broke
out in the boiler room of the Morse soap
company’s works, owned by Taylor &
Morrison, at the east end of Front street.
In a few minutes,owing to the inflammable
character of the surroundings, the whole
building was wrapped in a roaring mass of
flames so that when the brigade arrived
shortly after the alarm was sounded the
place was doomed. Davies’ packing house
is in close proximity to the burning build-
ing and the whole energies of the brigade
were directed to saving it.
A tremendous gale was blowing from
the east mingled with snow and particles
of ice, but in the immediate neighbor-
hood of the conflagration the heat con-
verted the falling snow into rain, which
falling on the roofs of the surrounding
houses saved them from destruction. The
scene was an_appaling one. The burning
building was exposed to the full blast ot
the gale, and the sparks and embers lifted
by the wind were whirled through the
air for blocks. In a short time
the great ice house attached to
Davies’ packing house caught fire and the
roof was destroyed. Chief h could
not get into the packing house had to
cut holes in the side of the ice building to
mit the hose. This at a moment when
time was mone¥ in the literal sense of the
word caused a fatal delay and $2000 dam-
age was done before the flames were got
under control. Could the firemen have
got into the main factory building they
would have been able to flood the ice house
and thus defied the flames.

literary apostle quoting Homer, and up-
holding Greek as a fine mother nurse for
our minds of the idea of the beautiful.

- the audience certainly was, for among the

listeners were university professors and

gnduaﬁes, clergymen, scholars, lawyers (a
ew), and many local authors and poets.
All followed the apostle with keen eye and
pricked ear, lest perchance there might
escape them any grain whatever of the
offered pabulum anticipated to be rich and
nourishing. That part of the audience
that could boast a classical education must
have felt a high degree of satisfac-
tion in learning they had - been
brought up in the right faith. A
faith which ~ places literature (in
a wide signification) before science in edu-
cation; makes a man brought up exclu-
sively on a scientific education the inferior
of one nurtured exclusively on literature;
makes the one a being with more sides
and more life than the other. From
which the conclusion is to be drawn that
the poet and orator rank before the botan-
ist; that Mathew Arnold is a_better
specimen of the species man than Huxley |
or Darwin. = For so the argument seems to
lead. Without wishing 'to discuss the
question at all it a rs to us the re-
gearches of Darwin will go-on stimulating
thinkers into activity ]ong, long after the
words of Wordsworth or Arnold shall have
ceased to breathe. Men are becoming
more curious to know to'what end the
truth is leading them, than to give them-
selver over to the fascination of words by
which the .emotions are soothed and re-
freshed. Mr. Arnold has asserted it is
necessary to satisfy the emotion with liter-
ature. rwin (to quote the lecturer’s
own statement) proved no such solace was
necessary. For who led a more happy and
contented life than he did buried in his
scientific researches and the attractions of
the domestic hearth ?
