Louis Riel ascends the scaffold this 
morning as a knave who has at last en­
countered his doom. He was no patriot, 
and those who have been working in his 
behalf were «pending themselvee on an 
unworthy object. He offered to sell all 
bia dopes for $35,000. Hie treatment of 
Thomas Scott was of a cruelty in keeping 
with his savage nature. There is not one 
redeeming feature in his whole career. His 
insanity was feigned. He raised two 
rebellions, and if let go would have headed 
a third.

Riel was a dangerous man, who is well 
out of the road. We are not inclined to 
oali for any man’s blood, and are sorry to 
think that capital punishment still exists, 
but society has only one way to protect 
Itself, and that is by making an example on 
the scaffold. With Riel’s removal North­
west rebellions are at an end. The trade 
hereafter will be too risky.

As for the French Canadians, we fall to 
see wherein they should make common 
cause with a common murderer. The 
truth of the matter is that they do not. 
All this talk coming from Quebec in favor 
of Riel was worked up for party purposes. 
The great mass of the French people and 
all their leader* are on the side of the law.
