The Apple Orop of 1892,

| Mr, H. Peterson, the well-known fruit ex.
yorter of Port Colborne, Oat., has issued his
annual circular givingan estimate of the
spple crop in Canada for 1892, He estimates
that Ontario has teu per cent, more than last
year, but the apples are not of so good ‘a
quality, many being spotted.

In Nova Scotia the ‘crop will be 20 per
ecent. larger than inj180L. With the excep-
fion of the New England States, ;where the
erop is larger and of better quality than
last year, the various states of the American
Union show light erops, New.York baving
but -one-quarter to three-eighths of acrop,
while Ohio, Michigan, Southern Iilinois and
Missouri will-all have light crops.

The deathof Sir Daniel Wilsbn brings to the
front the question of the sudcession to the presi-
dency of the Provincial University. The posl-
tion, in anticipation of a vacaucy, was, we under-

As chan-
cellor. he bas given kplendid service to the Uni-

owlédge that his commanding ability as aman
of affairs would be of incalculable value to the
University at the present time.

There is a name that will occur to many in
\gopmection with” the high post. Rev. G. M.
Grant,. Prihcipal of Queen's University, has oceu-
pled such a proniinent position in edu-
ecational mntters that the public mind will natur-
slly single him out'as a fitting person on whom
the mantie of Sir Daniel could fall.
