which were advertised for sale. The Park- 
dale stock was the tint offered for sale an d 
bid up to 55c and withdrawn, as it was an­
nounced that the inspectors had put » 
reserve of 85 cents on that stock. The 
stock at 528 Queen west was then put up, 
but the crowd would not-'bid, as they con­
sidered that the stocks were “not for sale,' 
hut just put up to “bid at.”

None of the stocks were «old, but the 
crowd were disgusted and felt that they 
were “sold.”

The total amount of 
stocks amounted to 
amounting to $7951.43 
$1684.80. It is estimated that the estate

Details of tbs Plea Now Id Operation 
Throughout Germany.

Following the example of Germany, 
the French have begun to adopt a sys­
tem ot pensions for workingmen, says 
the Omaha World-Herald. The Abbe 
Gamier, proprietor of a newly started 
journal at Paris, is tbe projector of the 
system, and, so far as the world at large 
has been informed, the process consists 
in the depositing of a sou a day for 
three months, with a subscription for 
the paper, of course, the price of which 
is also a sou. At the end of that time 
the depositor receives a “bon” for 18 
francs and 50 centimes. The distribu­
tion of these savings is to he of four 
kinds—vix., one-fourth for unemployed 
workers, another fourth in gratuitous 
loans to the temporarily unemployed, a 
like amount for cases of sickness in fam­
ilies and the remainder for payment of 
rent. The whole thing is evidently a 
private enterprise very narrow in its 
fluence, with neither the relief benefits 
nor tbe far-reaching effect of the Ger­
man system.

In Germany workingmens insurance 
is compulsory, but it imposes obliga­
tions upon the employer as well, and is 
governed by an intricate set of rules de­
vised after great deliberation by the 
lawmakers of the empire. The sick in­
surance, which is quite separate from 
the accident insurance, comprises mem­
bership in at least one of five different 
kinds of sick clubs. «.The purjiose of 
this insurance is to sedure to tiie insured 
an even, certain and sufficient relief in 
cate of illness during kt least thirteen 
weeks. The minimum relief to which 
all insured have a legal claim includes 
free medical attendance and medicines 
from the beginning of the illness, like­
wise spectacles, trusses, bandages, etc.; 
in case of incapacity for work, from the 
third day of ilinese, for every working 
day a sick pay, amounting to one-half 
the daily wages on which the contribu­
tions are based; free admittance to 
hospitals, witli half sick pay for family ; 
burial money amounting to twenty 
times the average daily wages; sick 
relief to women during four week* 
alter confinement. The money value of 
this assistance is considered equal to 
three-fourths of the average wages upon 
which the calculation is based. There 
are about 8,000,000 persons insured in 
the sick department and 100,000,000 
marks are annually expended in Ger­
many for sick relief alone.

The accident insurance is compulsory 
upon all workingmen and officials with 
salaries ot 2000 marks and upward. It 
is worked upou the mutual system by 
employers united in trades associations, 
the object being to secure compensation 
for bodily injury or death In conse­
quence of au accidant to workingmen 
while in employment. The compensa­
tion includes the cost of cure and a fix­
ed allowance during the period of in­
capacity for work, or, in fatal cases, 
burial money and an allowance to the 
eurvivore of the injured man. When 
the injury amounts to total disability 
the compensation amounts to two-thirds 
of iiis average year's earnings. The sick 
associations care for an injured man for 
the first thirteen weeks, or in their ab­
seil je-the employers must step in, and 
tbe employer’s expense loat least two- 
thirds of the standard wages. There is 
also an invalidity and an old age depart­
ment. In the case of old age a waiting 
period of thirty years entitles a work­
man to become eligible, The money to 
pay him is furnished jointly by the 
empire, the employers and the work­
men.
