Europe. In Germany 20 per cent, of the 
patients were practically cured. This was 
very much ahead of the percentage of cures 
in Canada.

The three primary elements of success in 
a consumption hospital were pure air, rest 
and proper food. Fresh air was the most 
important. It was from the lack of this 
that the most deadly symptoms often arose. 
To compass the desideratum of pure air it 
was imperatively necessary that the pro­
posed hospital be erected in the suburbs of 
Toronto.
