In 
another ten centuries it is predicted 
that the French capital itself will have 
become entirely submerged, excepting, 
perhaps, that the top of the Pantheon, 
of the Are de Triomphe and other euoh 
monuments may be discernible at low 
water by the people who will then be 
living.—London Globe.

Detroit, Mich , July 6.—James Welling­
ton Aldrich Brown, the champion bigamist 
of America If not of the world, who was 
arrested In Chicago last Saturday, will be 
given his hearing next Friday, and is now 
In Jail, where be is waiting to be tried for 
the polygamooi marriage of Mist May A. 
Benjamin,of this city. Brown has mar­
ried no leu than 23 women, sod hie career 
is more than remarkable. He has married 
young girls sad old women, some with 
smell fort□ aes and some who were earning 
a quiet living ; some who bad never tried 
matrimony before sod others who were 
widow,. Hie conquests have always been 
brief and successful, and without excep­
tion be baa deserted every wife 
soon after marriage and sought other 
fields of conquest. Hit exploits cover 
many State» and In, nearly every city he 
hu favored with his bewitching pretence, 
there remains a deserted woman who hu a 
worthless marriage certificate.

The curious marital record of Brown is 
in many respects unparalleled. He devel­
oped hla polygamous tendencies many 
years ago, and has punned marriage seem­
ingly as a profeuion. By indnatrionaly 
plying this unique trade be has maaaged 
to live comfortably, always having a home 
at hla bride’s expense. He once fell Into 
the grasp of the law and served nine 
months in a Michigan jail for bigamy. 
This had little effect upon him, for a few 
weeks after he bad left prison be turned up 
with anew wife. It was not long before 
he left her and married again, and he has 
kept this sort oi thing up until the time 
of his arrest last week in Chicago. Aside 
from this very besetting sin Brown seems 
to have no grave faults, and It is said that 
even now, In the face of bis exposure, 
there ere some dozen or fifteen wives who 
are willing to welcome him back singly or 
collectively.

The police, aided by Mies Benjamin, who 
Is known as wife No 19, have been In­
vestigating the names and numbers of the 
bigamist’s victim. There are several wlfes 
In Distant States that have not been reach­
ed yet. Brown is a native of New York 
State, and It i« probable that the legal 
Mr». Brown lives in Rochester, with her 
four legitimate children. He is forty-fire 
years old, of handsome and intelligent ap­
pearance and stands 6 feet 2 Inches In his 
sleeking feet.

Several letters of tender inquiry have 
been received by the officers here from 
women believed to have married the biga­
mist, and agaitxy of brides are expected 
to be present when the trial begins. 
Brown is under $1,000 bail and nobody 
seems anxious to go his bood-

A man busily engaged in holding 
eggs up before a candle attracted the 
attention of a reporter in Third avenue 
near Forty-seventh street the other 
evening. An interview was the result, 
and here it is :

4 What are you doing ?’
•Candling eggs. You see, 1 pick up 

each egg and hold it before the candle. 
The light shines through it. I can see 
at a glance whether it is cracked or 
specked or spoiled. If it is cracked I 
set it aside to be sold at a low price. 
Bakers and confectioners and some pru­
dent families buy cracked eggs, and 
they are as good as any eggs not crack­
ed, but they must be used within 
twenty-four hours.’

‘ la that not an old-fashioned way of 
testing eggs ?’

•Yes; but experience proves it to 
be the best, and it is quick. An expert 
can handle 30,000a day. It has been 
tried to test eggs by water. A good 
egg will sink and a bad egg will float, 
but you canoot find out a specked egg 
that way.'

• What makes specked eggs 7’
• Lying in one position. An egg 

should not be left many days in one 
poeiiion. If an egg ia turned every 
day it will keep a long time. An ex­
periment was once tried by D. H. Den­
nis, President of the Duchess County 
Creamery, as to bow long an egg could 
be kept good. He kept one on his 
desk nine months, end turned it every 
day and kept it good/

4 How long are the best eggs kept 
before they get upon the tables of the 
best hotels?'

4 It takes about four days, because 
they are bought in bulk in the country 
and must be carefully assorted before 
being placed on the market.'

• How are imported eggs kept from 
spoiling on the voyage ?’

• They are. carefully watched and 
turned. They come in CLsea easy to 

handle, and an expert soon learns to 
handle them quickly. It adds about a 
quarter of a cent a dozen to the cost, 
but we can pay that and the freight and 
yet sell the eggs that come from France 
and Germany cheaper than we can sell 
Western eggs, and some think they are 
better. We can get them here in about 
twelve days from France. England Al­
so gets many eggs from Germany and 
France/—New York Sun.

The different 
styles of paper contrast with some and 
blend with others so as to make a 
novel design. When all the pieces 
are put on and before the pute is en- 
tirely dry the paper must be folded in 
the back and forward style as you 
would make an impromptu tan from a 
programme in a warm theatre. Then 
put weights on tbe paper until it is 
perfectly dry. When they get dry, one 
edge is tied with a large bow of ribbon 
and the other edge spread out fan 
shape. Then they are lacked on to 
doors, over mantels, In front of fire 
places or over bare spots an the wall. 
Tbe lolda give them a graceful look and 
they bare a very pretty decorative ef­
fect.’—JV«w York Mail and Express.

Methodist nuns are a novelty In fem­
inine experience. They are credited 
by the American general conference, 
after a careful consideration of tbe sub­
ject by the committee on mimions. Tbe 

from tbe Rev. D. M. Thoburn 
to whom It was suggested by an ex- 
Catholio priest, who had become a 
Methodist, and who strongly advocated 
it. The committee reported favorably,

idea

deaeoneme», and they will be very 
similar to the nans of the Roman Çath 

elle Choreb, except that they are not 
to take vows of life service or of oeli- 
baey. Every annual conference, in 
which these deeoonemee are established 
will have a board of nine members to 
control this kind of work. Nothing 
more definite than that was done by tbe 
Muterons», but Dr. Thoburn tells your 
correspondent that the Methodist nuns 
will be very likely to wear distinctive 
oostnmes, and live in bourne by them* 
selves. They will minister to tbe poor 
and the aiek, ears for orphans and do 
other work of charity. They will be 
required to serve a probation of con­
tinual servies tor two jeers before 
being made deaooneeees, and they will 
have to be at least twenty-five year» 
of age. It baa long been a bobby of 
tbe Rev. Dr. Dix, ef the Trinity Epia- 
eopellan Church, to have euoh duties 
performed by regular orders of women, 
and he succeeded, several years ego, In 
forming an organisation of Eplsoopalian 
nuns, but they have not been formally 
do reed by tbe denominations, sod so en 
the Methodist are tbe first Protestent 
church in American to attempt tbe re­
cruiting and uniforming of religions 
sisters. Dr. Thoburn says that the 
first of throe deaconessee will be very 
likely te be seen In Cbieago where 
there ia already an informal organisa­
tion of a somewhat similar character ; 
but he believes thet in sll the large 
eities, within a year, there will be es­
tablished probationary classes. As two 
years’ service wHI be required before 
any women may become a desoon ess, 
there must ensue that amount of delay, 
but tbe work aod costuming of the de»
vetoes may begin at once.

• And what costumes will the deacon- 
ease» wear?' waa asked of nearly every 
member of the committee responsible 
for their ere*tien.

No definite answer could be obtained. 
Indeed tbe reverend gentlemen did not 
seen» to have ooneidered that question 
particularly although it will be quick 
to come te the front when the order 
beeomee really existent.

Damp Cellars.

TBJt OAUSEI OF VHB EVIL AMD HOW TO 
EEHELY IT.

The meet prominent cause» of damp 
eellara are :

1. Dampness permeating the walls.
2. Dampness from saturated soil ap­

pearing below tbe walla.
3. Dampness from imperfect plumb­

ing.
4. Moist ground air permeating cel­

lar bottom, forced in by air pressure.
The first ia an evidence of either poor 

workmanship and material or imper­
fect drainage. Should it be the former, 
and discovered in time, a compulsory 
removal of the work is the best remedy 
A good wall (alone it here understood) 
should have every space completley fill­
ed, Smell, flat § tones make the best 
work when carefully bonded and fitted. 
Look out for walls showing nothing but 
large, flat stones on the outer face», as 
such are often but dry concrete in tbe 
center.

If tbe work has progressed too far 
to allow the wall to be taken down, the 
remedy Is a thorough coating of ce­
ment on the outside, from grade to 
footing, hacked by a careful drainage 
of the immediate vicinity. Great care 
is necessary to keep tbe surface water 
from the building on all aides. It will 
not suffice to keep it five, ten or twen­
ty feel away, and then allow it to cool, 
as the ground will absorb it, and if the 
strata should happen to inoliqe in the 
direction of the cellar, conduct tbe 
moisture to the well, where, although 
perhaps not appearing in drops on the 
surface, still keeping the joints damp 
enough to effect the atmosphere and 
cause the mortar to decay.

Good, clean, yellow day, puddled 
and rammed around ibe wall», it ie an 

' excellent protection, end one that 
should never be admittad.

Frequently, in neighborhoods thinly 
settled, where the sewerage system is 
imperfect, or, rather, not completed, 
the ground become» waterlogged, or so 
saturated with moisture as to cause soy 
•hallow excavation to collect water, 
and It will he noticed in such ground 
that after a rain all these depressions 
hold tbe water with great tenacity. In 
fact, the soil seems unable to absorb 
any more.

Cellars sunk in such ground will be 
damp at the foot of tbe wall, tbe mois­
ture extending out on the cellar floor 
while any small knoll, caused by un­
even excavation, may be perfectly dry 
on top, end even, as has oconrred in my 
practice, the Olay opening in aeeme 
from contraction is drying, while but a 
few feet away the mud was three to six 
inehee deep. This has been noticed 
even in a house situated on a small 
plateau with rigid drainage to all sides. 
—Building Trades Journal.
