THE LATEST SENSATION IN THE CASE.

Fall River, Nov. 22.—Atty.-Gen. Pills-
bury caused a surprise to-dsy in the case
of the government against Lizzie A. Borden.
The grand jury, sitting st Taunton, would
have under ordinary circamstances, told
the world whether or not they found evi-
dence enough to indict the young woman
accused of the brutal murder of her father
last August. Instead of that they were
told that the consideration of the Borden
case was adjourned until Dec. lst, when
farther evidence on the matter would pro-

bably be offered them. .
The presentation of the government's

case was practically finished. Ninety-four
witnesses had given their testimony and
four minor ones were to be heard this morn-
fng. With their evidence finished, the
grand jury would have been ready to re-
port, and it was given on high authority
to a reporterto-night that an indictment
would have been found.

A short ‘presentation of the principal
points was to have been made by Dist.-
Atty. Knowlton, but, instead of that,
Atty.-Gen. Pillsbury made a little speech.
He said he had certain reasons—a number
of them—why he desired the case left open,
and he told the jurors what those reasons
were. They were sufficient to satisfy the
gentlemen eomposing the jury, and it was
at once unanimously decided to adjourn
until Dec. 1st next, when the case be again
taken up.

But while that was going on the surprise
was getting in its work at Fall River.
Mise Enma Borden was told that her pres-
ence wes desired in Taunton, and it was
suggested that it would be a good idea for
Rev. Mr. Buck to go along, too. Hon.
Charles J. Holmes, who has been the firm
friend and counsellor of the young women

deal of Lizzie'sattitude toward her mother,

as exhibited before the servant girl.

She was, however, unable to give any

evidence bearing directly on the tragedy

itself, but, besides describing Lizzie's actions

and appearance after the murder, she men-

tioned one very peculiar and significant
circumstance. {t was this: Just before
Bridget went upstairs to her room to lie
down, there was a kettle full of hot water
on thestove and a roaring hot fire. Direct-
ly after she was called down stairs by Liz-
zie she noticed that the water in the kettle
had disap ed and that the roaring hot
fire was aﬁ:::h out, notwithstanding that
less than 20 minutes had elapsed.

Chief Hilliard also told the members of
the grand jury why it was_that the mys-
terious burglar who stole Mrs. Borden’s
watch and property about a year before
the murder was never publicly accused.
This peculiar burglary has been frequently
referred to as showing the possibility of an
assassin entering the house and committing
his bloody deed without discovery. The
chief said he was satisfied that Lizzie com-
mitted the theft, and went on to say how
he convinced Mr. Borden that such was
the case. All the articles stolen at that
time were the property of Mrs. Borden,
and included, beside the watch and money,
a quantity of free horse railroad tickets.
A number of persons were found present-
ing free tickets who were not entitled to
them. The police asked them where they
secured thess little pasteboards. They
said Lizzie Borden gava them to then!.
Lizzie aever had any of these tickets until
after the theft from Mrs. Borden, so Mr.
Borden requested that there be no further
investigation of the matter.

A number of such points were brought
to the attention of the grand jury which
never before have been made public, and
they added mnch strength to the case.

Word was sent for Lawyer Jennings to
see Mr. Knowlton in the shire town, but
the senior counsel for the defence had been
taking a little vacation in Connecticut, and
was not at his office when an officer from
the Fall River police headquarters called
there, but Atty. Arthur S. Phillips, Mr.
Jennings’ assistant, told him that his chief
would receive word in time to be in Taun-
ton before the business of the day closed.
It happened that Mr. Jennings telephoned
to his office on his way home this forenoon,
and Mr. Philips had a chance to deliver
the message which was sent by Dist.-Atty.
Knowlton.

About noon there was quite an interest-
ing gathering in the Taunton court house.
Messrs. Pillsbury and Knowlton explained
the Government’s decision, so far as they
could without divulging state secrets, and
gave some of the reasons why the adjourn-
ment was desired.

This was before Mr. Jennings arrived.
Mr. Knowlton met Lizzie's attorney in the
City Hotel, and they went at oace to a
room and

HAD A LONG CONFIDENTIAL TALK,

the first one since the case opened. Con-
trary to the usval custom, Mr., Knowlton
has not conferred with the lawyer for the
defence at all until to-day. What the prin-
cipal point in that conversation was neither
gentlemen would tell, but Mr. Jennings
admitted to-night that it was not displeas-
ing to him.

The decision to adjourn the grand jury
was not reached by Atty-Gen. Pillsbury
until yesterday afterneon. Then, after
mature consideration, he made up his mind
that before the grand jury made its report
« number of points should be cleared away

before the government had gone too far in
the prosecution.

These points at present seem to indicate
that another person should be indicted,
either as principal or accessory. Unex-

ined, they leave the government’s case
a little cloudy; tbhat is, while the evidence
against Lizzie has been sufficient to warrant
au indictment against her, two or three
little threads are sticking out which might
change the entire aspect of the case.

These threads, properly gathered and
worked together, may show another hand
in the affair. It is possible that the de-
velopments may show that person to be the
only guilty one. With these threads hang-
ing as they now are, it appears that Lizzie
had an accomplice—a worker on the farm
—aad it is looking up that man and his re-
cord and investigating certain evidence in
connection with him that largely causes the
delay. Those are not the Olﬁ;' reasons for
the adjournment, but they are some of the
principal ones.

The government officials still cling ten-
aciously to the theory of Lizzie's guilt, but
there is a doubt as to the young woman
having been alone. Dr. Hand’s wild-eyed
man is thought of again in this considera-
tion, and also the mysterious Portugese who
purchased a hatchet in New Bedford three
days before the murder, and the mys-
terious man of the same nationality who
was seen in the vicinity of the Borden
house the day of the tragedy, and who has
never been found. There are also two or
three points in connection with the un-
known individual who to-day can be con-
sidered peculiar, to say the least. Now
these threads

MAY ON INVESTIGATION FAIL

to establish anything, but Atty.-Gen. Pills-
bury was determined that they should be
examined before an indictment was report-
cd. It is thought that the Portuguese may
be connected with a farm hand who, from
the first, has been somewhat under sus-
picion, and whose movements on the day
of the murder have never been thoroughly
explained. The ‘,loda.yswilfbe
directed towards determining whether or
not that individual has a perfectly estab-
lished alibi. The New Bedford hardware
dealer who sold a hatchet to a mysterious
Portuguese will be given an opportunity to
identify him, and Dr. Handy will also be
called to look at him.

If ull this amounts to nothing, and the
investigation fails to show further signs of
an accessory’s hand in the murder, then
the wheels of justice will commence to re-
volve at that point where they stopped,
and the indictment proceedings will go on.

In connection with this mysterions hat-
chet purchaser comes another young man
whose movements have been carefully
‘“piped” by the Fall River police. He
has visited the Borden house several times
since the murder, and on every occasion a
police officer has quietly tracked his move-
ments. Who this person is only the shad-
owing officer and the principal officials
know.

Those are some of the threads which
Atty-Gen Knowlton will have gathered be-
fore the grand jury gives its final finding,
for it is possible that on them very much
depends; possibly another indictment. It
is not because of lack of work that these
points remain unexplained, but because
they have grown more and more compli-
cated as the detectives’ labor went on.
Now they will be followed to the end.
They may show that Lizzie had an accom-
plice; they -

MAY SHOW THAT SHE 1S INNOCENT;
they may be satisfactorily explained away.
But, whatever che result, Atty-Gen. Pills-
bury does not want any indictment repor-
ted until the government’s case is made
moreclear.

The evidence which has thus far been
given before the grand jury was much more
thorough and complete than that offered at
the pmfiminu.ry hearing before Judge Blais-
dell, even by the same witnesses. Bridget
Sullivan, for example, went into extensive
details in regard to matters in the Borden
family before the murder, and told a great

Fruit Cake without Milk or Liquor.

A fruit cake that will keep better than one
made with milk, and which also possesses
the additional merit of being both inex-
pensive and easily prepared, is made as
follows: One pint of granulated sugar, one
scant half-pint of butter, one and one-half
pints of flour, the yolks of four eggs and
whites of two, one-half pint of cold coffee,
one tablegpoonful of cloves, one very heap-
ing tablesp onful of einnamon, two round-
ing teaspoonfuls of baking-powder, one-
third of a cupful of finely-shredded eitron,
one cupful of seedless raisins, one cupful of
good English dried currants. Mix the but-
ter and sugar to a cream; add the beaten
yolks of the eggs, then the spice, next the
coffee, then half the flour in which tne bak-
ing-powder has been stirred; then the beat-
en whites of the eggs and the remainder of
the flour, and last the fruit, with which
two extra tablespoonfuls of flour have been
mixed. Bake in rather a slow oven. The
two whites left over may be used for frost-
ing. It is well before beginning the cake
to wash the currants and raisins through
severdl waters; drain and set in a slow
oven; stir occasionally until the water has
dried away, and cool before using. The
fruit swells, and is more moist when treat-
ed in this way. When the cake is entirely
cold, wrap in oiled paper, such as confec-
tioners use. This excludes the air better
than a cloth, and imparts no disagreeable
taste, as the cloth is apt to do. Keepin a
