for their becoming Chriffians and induftrious Sub-
jeds of Great-Britain ; and the Neceffity there is of
a Parliamentary Enquiry into the pretended Rights
and exclufive Monopoly claimed by the faid Com-
pany, and their Abufe of the Grant. That thofe
Countries may be fettled, either by fixing a Com-
pany under proper Regulations and Refiridions, or
by laying open the Trade to all the Britifh Merchants,
and fettling them, at the Publick Expence, or by a
moderate Tax upon that Trade.
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
