A feiv days aftcrivards, on a meighibourinig
Estate, two boys iverc absent; gettnng a
hint of their wereabouts, I %y eut in searcli,
and fotiud Oiient, cacli dotibled up like a
ball, in a barre]. I mcention tiiese iii-
stances îlîat your Boardl inay umîderstaiid
that a very trying mud, diseonruiging part
ofoutrseliool-wvor-, is iii gettimîg tliecliidrîcu
together.

Diflicuit as it is, in soine cases, to secure
the boys, it is almosr impossible to gelt the
little girls. In tlie schools undcr ni) care,
I crin poinît 10 oniy tlirec girls who ]ave
perseverci; and ilhese cari raov rend the
iEuglishi Seriptires pretty %%-i]. Iu July,
Mrs. Grant tricd to induce thme litile girls
to corne to otir liouse, by proinising ileicr
little dresses; and, as lonîg as the needie-
wvork lastefi, the experitnent appearcd hope-
fui, and abut teîî littlegirîs carne regularly
for two nionîlis, but wlien tic dress natîri-
al ivas exlîanstedl, the chljdren iiîdrew.

Fartlîci, it is proper to remind your
Bloarud thait tii. straitlipox affected ail our
zciiools, but San Fernando, 'very scriously.
Wlien îlîis epidenie visited San Fernando,
the chljdren from nilibouring Estates
wcî*c geîîerally wiîldrawn ; ani, after it
sprcail over the the town, it sprcad over
iinaiiv of the Estates. At lcast twvo tliirds
of our sclîool. chiiidren took the ulisease.
Comparativeij few Coolies dlied. The loiv
denth rate may prohably bc attribnted to
tlicir sinmple diet-blutiomis amd anointings.
Toit, the tine orceapied in services andâ
sac'rifices to avert the disease, iii tlîaîks-
givings for rcco-eery, and in ofii2riugs to the

spirit of the departed, in case ci deatli, par-
ticulairly 'vith iVisselmtans, wliicii lasted
for forîy days, ail combined in iiringing
otîr sciîool 10 a very liv state indeed, as
the figures iii the anntexed sciied ide iiidieate.
Notwiîhstauîling, tlic progress in our seve-
rai scliools is nîarked ; and tue publie es-
tirnate of Our annal exarnitin ii ay ho
gaîiiered front a receat issue of tlie Port of
S~pain Chiroaicle, wlîiclî 1 forivard.
